Locally, the West Bay Collaborative in
Warwick has brought the program to Rhode Island. The 2008 program committee has chosen 7o Kill a Mock-
ingbird by Harper Lee as its inaugural focus. The Greenville Public Library will be offering the following
programs in conjunction with the statewide Big Read collaboration:

From Words to Pictures — Starting on Tuesday, February 5, the library will be offering a graphic
design program for interested young adults between the ages of 11 and 18 to work as a team to
convert the novel into a graphic novel (a comic book format). We will read the book together
while meeting once a week on Tuesdays at 4:00 pm for 6 weeks.
