Arrick, Fran.  What You Don’t Know Can Kill You; 1992 (Y-Arrick/Y-P-ARR)

Ellen’s future seem perfect as she looks forward to college and marriage until a blood test shows she is HIV positive, and a nightmare for her and her family begins.
Flinn, Alex.  Fade to Black; 2005. (Y-Flinn)

An HIV-positive student is brutally attacked; the bigot accused of the crime; and the only witness, a classmate with Down Syndrome, reveal how the assault changed their lives.
Fox, Paula.  The Eagle Kite; 1995. (Y-P-FOX)
Liam’s father has AIDS, and his family cannot talk about it until Liam reveals a secret that he saw his father embracing another man at the beach.
Miklowitz, Gloria D. Good-bye Tomorrow; 1987. (Y-Miklowitz)
A junior who has received two blood transfusions learns he has HIV and finds all his relationships changing – with his friends, his girlfriend, and even his family. 
Minchin, Adele.  The Beat Goes On; 2004. (Y-Minchin)

Leyla, a shy musician, has always looked up to her gorgeous and confident cousin, Emma, but when Emma learns she’s HIV positive, everything changes.
Stratton, Allan. Chanda’s Secrets; 2004. (Y-Stratton)
