Armstrong, Jennifer & Nancy Butcher. The Kindling; 2002.  (Y-Armstrong/Y-P-ARM)

A small band of children have joined together in a Florida town, trying to survive in a world where it seems all the adults have been killed off by a catastrophic virus.

Armstrong, Jennifer & Nancy Butcher. The Keepers of the Flame; 2002.  (Y-Armstrong)

After a plague kills the all adults, a group of children are delighted to discover a colony of survivors in a shopping mall but soon find they are not as friendly as they appear. Sequel to The Kindling.
Armstrong, Jennifer & Nancy Butcher. The Kinln; 2003.  (Y-Armstrong)

After a virus destroys most of the world’s adults, a band of children travels in search of an explanation for the dark mystery that forms the heart of their existence. Sequel to The Keepers of the Flame.
Avi. The True Confessions of Charlotte Doyle; 1990. (Y-Avi/Y-PRD-AVI)
Charlotte, the only passenger aboard a seedy ship on a transatlantic in 1832, becomes caught up in a feud between a murderous captain and his mutinous crew.

Farmer, Nancy. A Girl Named Disaster; 2003. (Y-P-FAR)
While journeying to Zimbawe, eleven-year-old Nhamo struggles to escape drowning and starvation, and in so doing comes close to the luminous world to the African Spirits. 

George, Jean Craighead. Julie of the Wolves; 1972. (Y-George/Y-PRD-GEO).

While running away from home and an unwanted marriage, a thirteen year old Eskimo girl becomes lost on the North Slope of Alaska and is befriended by a wolf pack.

George, Jean Craighead. Julie; 1994. (Y-P-GEO)

When Julie returns to her father’s Eskimo village, she struggles to find a way to save her beloved wolves in a changing Arctic world and falls in love with a young Siberian man.
Hobbs, Will.  Jackie’s Wild Seattle; 2003. (Y-Hobbs)

Fourteen-year-old Shannon and her little brother Cody spend the summer with their uncle, helping at a wildlife rescue center named Jackie’s Wild Seattle.
Marsden, John.  Tomorrow, When the War Began; 1995.  (Y-PRD-MAR)

Seven Australian teenagers return from a camping trip in the bush to discover that their country has been invaded and they must hide to stay alive.
Marsden, John.  The Dead of Night; 1997.  (Y-P-MAR)

Six determined Australian teenagers try to find their missing friends while continuing to resist the enemies who have invaded their country. Sequel to Tomorrow, When the War Began.

Marsden, John.  A Killing Frost; 1998.  (Y-P-MAR)

Ellie and her friends, a small band of teenagers trying to survive in the Australian countryside, continue to resist the enemies who have invaded their country. Sequel to The Dead of Night.
Marsden, John.  Darkness Be My Friend; 1999.  (Y-Marsden)

As survivors of an enemy invasion of their homeland, Ellie and her friends return to Australia as guide for soldiers from New Zealand who plan an attack. Sequel to A Killing Frost.
Marsden, John.  Burning for Revenge; 2000.  (Y-Marsden)

Having been separated from the New Zealand troops they were guiding, five Australian teenagers continue their resistance against the unknown enemy invading their homeland. Sequel to Darkness Be My Friend.

Marsden, John.  The Night Is For Hunting; 2001.  (Y-Marsden)

While trying to care for a group of abandoned young children, five Australian teens continue their struggle for survival and their resistance against an invading enemy. Sequel to Burning for Revenge.

Marsden, John.  The Other Side of Dawn; 2002.  (Y-Marsden)

Ellie and her friends, five Australian teens who survived an enemy invasion, use guerilla tactics to support a major counterattack by New Zealand troops. Sequel to The Night is for Hunting.
Marsden, John.  While I Live; 2007. (Y-Marsden)

Officially the war with the invaders of Australia is over, but Ellie can’t seem to escape it and resume a normal life. Companion to the Tomorrow series.
Meyer, L. A. Bloody Jack: Boeing an Account of the Curious Adventures of Mary “Jacky” Faber, Ships boy; 2002. (Y-Meyer)
Reduced to begging and thievery on the streets of London, a Mary disguises herself as a boy and connives her way onto a British warship destined for high sea adventure.  

Meyer, L.A. Curse of the Blue Tattoo: Being an Account of the Misadventures of Jacky Faber, Midshipman and Fine Lady; 2004. (Y-Meyer)
After being exposed as a girl, Jacky finds herself attending school in Boston, where, instead of learning to be a lady, she battles snobbish classmates and roams the city. Sequel to Bloody Jack.
Meyer, L.A. Under the Jolly Roger: Being an Account of the Further Nautical Adventures of Jacky Faber; 2005. (Y-Meyer)

In 1804, Jacky heads back out to sea, where she gains control of a British warship and eventually becomes a privateer. Sequel to Curse of the Blue Tattoo.
Meyer, L.A. In the Belly of the Bloodhound: Being an Account of a Particularly Peculiar Adventure in the Life of Jacky Faber; 2006. (Y-Meyer Historical)
Jacky and her former classmates are kidnapped while on a school outing and transported to the hold of a slave ship bound for the slave markets of North Africa.  Sequel to Under the Jolly Roger.
O’Brien, Robert C. Z for Zachariah; 1974. (Y-LPed-OBrien/Y-P-OBR)
Believing herself to be the only survivor of a nuclear holocaust after a whole year, Ann discovers that she is not alone, but this pleasant surprise very quickly turns sinister.

Rees, Celia. Pirates!: the True and Remarkable Adventures of Minerva Sharpe and Nancy Kington, Female Pirates; 2003. (Y-Rees/Y-LPeD-Rees)
At the dawn of the eighteenth century, Nancy Kington and Minerva Sharpe set sail from Jamaica on a pirate vessel, hoping to escape from an arranged marriage and slavery.
