Bauer, Joan.  Rules of the Road, 1998 (Y-P-BAU/Y-LPeD-Bauer)
Jenna, who gets a job driving the elderly owner of a chain of successful shoe stores to confront the son who is trying to force her to retire, hones her talents as a saleswoman.

Bauer, Joan. Best Foot Forward, 2005. (Y-Bauer)
Between school and Al-Anon meetings, Jenna helps Mrs. Gladstone cope with escalating problems with the merger of the store with a chain while managing a new employee with a shoplifting record. Sequel to Rules of the Road.
Brooks, Kevin.  Martyn Pig; 2002. (Y-P-BRO)

Faced with living with his dreadful aunt, Martyn decides not to tell authorities when his father dies accidentally and asks a friend for help with disposing the body.
Brooks, Kevin.  Dawn; 2009. (Y-Brooks)

Dawn, who cares for her alcoholic mother, tries to suppress a painful childhood memory as she contemplates killing God, whom she blames for her father’s disappearance.

Carlson, Melody.  Burnt Orange: Color Me Wasted; 2005. (Y-Carlson)

The daughter of a pastor justifies going to drinking parties as helping other, disregarding the feelings of her real friends.
Cart, Michael.  My Father’s Scar, 1996. (Y-Cart)

As he begins his first gay relationship, a college freshman recalls his relationship with his alcoholic abusive father in a community prejudiced against homosexuals.

Cheripko, Jan.  Imitate the Tiger; 1996. (Y-P-CHE)

A high school football player has to face his collapsing world brought on by his drinking problem.
Coburn, Jake.  Lovesick; 2005. (Y-Coburn)

After an accident seems to end his college and athletic dreams, Ted is offered a second chance at school if he agrees to spy on a classmate for her father.
Conly, Jane Leslie.  Crazy Lady!; 1993. (Y-PRD-CON)

As he tries to come to terms with his mother’s death, Vernon finds solace in his growing relationship with the neighborhood outcasts, an alcoholic and her retarded son.
Cormier, Robert.  We All Fall Down; 1991. (Y-Cormier/Y-P-COR)

As the Avenger searches for teen boys who trashed a house in his neighborhood, Buddy, one of the trashers, increases his dringking in order to cope with his life.
Covington, Dennis.  Lasso the Moon; 2005. (Y-P-COV)

When April moves to Georgia to live with her father, a recovering alcoholic, she becomes involved with an illegal alien from El Salvador and learns about his life and country.
Dean, Carolee.  Comfort; 2002. (Y-Dean)

Fourteen-year-old Kenny Roy Willson fantasizes about escape from his hometown of Comfort, Texas, following his alcoholic father’s release from prison.
Deuker, Carl.  Runner; 2005. (Y-Deuker)

Living with his alcoholic father has been hard on Chance Taylor, but his love of running leads to a high-paying job, he quickly learns that the money is not worth the risk.
Donovan, Stacey. Dive; 1994. (Y-Donovan)

Fifteen-year-old Virginia’s world begins to fall apart when her dog is hit by a car, her father is hospitalized with a mysterious illness, and her best friend ignores her.
Ehrenhaft, Daniel.  The Life After; 2006. (Y-Ehrenhaft)

When Will’s estranged millionaire father dies, a bizarre clause in the will sends him on a drug- and alcohol-fueled trip from Miami to New York with his twin half-siblings.
Fleischman, Paul.  Whirligig; 2000. (Y-Fleischman)

While traveling to each corner of the country to build a whirligig in memory of the girl whose death he causes, sixteen-year-old Brian finds forgiveness and atonement.
Fox, Paula.  The Moonlight Man; 1986.  (Y-Fox)

Fifteen-year-old Catherine and her father take their first joint vacation in Nova Scotia and finally get to know each other.
Friend, Natasha.  Lush; 2006. (Y-Friend)

Unable to cope with her father’s alcoholism, thirteen-year-old Sam corresponds with an older student, sharing her family problems and asking for advice.

The efforts of his friends almost fail to stop a lonely and isolated teenager from destroying himself with alcohol.
Herrick, Steven.  The Simple Gift; 2001. (Y-P-HER)

Billy leaves behind his drunken, abusive father, takes refuge in an abandoned freight train, falls in love with Caitlyn, and learns the true meaning of friendship and family.
Hopkins, Ellen.  Burned; 2006. (Y-P-HOP)

Pattyn, eldest daughter in a Mormon family, is sent to her aunt’s ranch for the summer, where she escapes her father’s alcoholism, abuse, and finds love and acceptance.

Jones, Patrick.  Things Change; 2006. (Y-Jones)

Johanna, one of the best students in her class, develops a passionate attachment for troubled Paul and finds her plans for the future changing in unexpected ways.
Keizer, Garret. God of Beer; 2002.  (Y-Keizer)

To complete a class assignment at his high school in rural Vermont, Kyle and his friends Quake and Diana do a social protest project involving alcohol.
Koja, Kathe.  The Blue Mirror; 2004. (Y-Koja)

Loner Maggiy Klass, who often seeks refuge from her alcoholic mother’s apartment by sitting and drawing in an area café, becomes involved in a destructive relationship.

Luddy, Karon.  Spelldown, 2007. (Y-Luddy)

In 1969, the town of Red Clover, South Carolina supports Karlene as she wins her school spelling bee and strives to qualify for the National Bee, despite family troubles.

Kirk, who gets in trouble at school, learns to deal with his alcoholic mother, new friends, and a life with the help of a blind young woman who hires him to read to her.
Murray, Jaye.  Bottled Up; 2003. (Y-Murray)

A high school boy comes to terms with his drug addiction, life with an alcoholic father, and a younger brother who looks up to him.

Nelson, Blake.  Recovery Road; 2011. (Y-Nelson)

While she is in rehab for drugs and alcohol, Maddie meets Stewart, who is also in treatment, and they begin a relationship, which they try to maintain when they get out.
Plum-Ucci, Carol.  What Happened to Lani Garver; 2002.  (Y-Plum-Ucci)

Clair is unable to face her fears about a recurrence of her leukemia, her eating disorder, her need to fit in, and her mom alcoholism until the mysterious Lani Garver arrives.

Saenz, Benjamin Alire.  Last Night I Sang to the Monster; 2009. (Y-Saenz)

Zach doesn’t remember how he ended up in a alcohol treatment center, but through therapy and caring friends, he learns to face his past and work toward a better future.
Sanchez, Alex.  Rainbow Boys, 2001. (Y-Sanchez)

A jock with a girlfriend, a closeted gay, and a flamboyant gay rights advocate struggle with family issues, first gay sex, gay bashers, and conflicting feelings about each other.

After coming out of alcohol rehab, 16-year-old Amy sorts out conflicting emotions about her best friend Julia’s death in a car accident for which she feels responsible.
Stoehr, Shelley.  Crosses; 1991. (Y-P-STO)

Unhappy at home, Nancy and her friend Katie adopt punk lifestyles and find relief in cutting themselves, until Nancy is forced to confront her problems.
Williams, Lori Aurelia.  Shayla’s Double Brown Baby Blues; 2001. (Y-Williams)

Shayla is upset when her father’s new baby is born on her birthday, but she learns her problems are nothing compared to those faced by her friend Kambia and Lemm.
Zindel, Paul.  David & Della; 1993. (Y-P-ZIN)
David Mahooley, a teen playwright suffering from writer’s block, finds himself drawn into the passionate world of a flamboyant, alcoholic young actress with a talent for lying.
