Grimes, Nikki.  Dark Sons; 2005. (Y-Grimes)

Alternating poems compare the conflicted feelings of Ishmael, son of the Biblical patriarch Abraham, and Sam, a New York teen , as they come to terms with abandonment by their fathers and their love for their younger stepbrothers.
Hyde, Catherine Ryan.  Electronic God; 2000. (Y-Hyde)

As with Job, Hayden, newly released from jail and living a marginal life in a remote town, refuses to give up, despite the fact that it seems that God has further tests for him.
Lester, Julius.  Pharoah’s Daughter: A Novel of Ancient Egypt; 2000. (Y-Lester)

A fictional account of the Bible story in which an Egyptian princess rescues a Hebrew infant who becomes a prophet while his sister finds her true self as a priestess to the Egyptian gods.

Levitin, Sonia. Escape from Egypt; 1994. (Y-Levitin/Y-P-LEV)

When Moses comes to lead the Israelites to the Promised Land, Jesse, a Hebrew slave, finds his life changed by his growing faith and his attraction to the half-Syrian Jennat.
McCaughrean, Geraldine.  Not the End of the World; 2005. (Y-McCaughrean/Y-LPeD-McCaughrean)

Noah’s daughter, daughters-in-law, sons, wife, and the animals describe what it was like to be aboard the ark while they watched everyone around them drown.
Myers, Walter Dean.  A Time to Love: Stories from the Old Testament; 2003. (Y-Myers)

A retelling of six stories from the Old Testament, which explore the complexity of love from the perspective of Ruth, Delilah, Reuben, Isaac, Gamiel, and Zillah. 
Napoli, Donna Jo.  Song of the Magdalene; 1996. (Y-P-NAP)

Tells the story of Miriam, a young girl being raised by her widowed father in ancient Israel, who grows up to be Mary Magdalene.
