Duncan, Lois.  I Know What You Did Last Summer; 1973. (Y-PRD-DUN)

Four teens, who have desperately tried to conceal their responsibility for a hit-and-run accident, are pursued by a mystery figure seeking revenge.
DuPrau, Jeanne.  City of Ember; 2003. (Y-DuPrau)

In the year 241, Lina trades jobs on Assignment Day to be a Messenger to run to new places in her decaying but beloved city, perhaps even to glimpse Unknown Regions.
Funke, Cornelia.  Inkheart; 2003. (Y-Funke Fantasy/Y-LPeD-Funke Fantasy/Y-PRD-FUN)

Maggie learns her father, who repairs and binds books for a living, can bring characters to life when one of those characters abducts them and tries to force him into service.
Funke, Cornelia Caroline. The Thief Lord; 2002. (Y-Funke)
Orphaned brothers Prosper and Bo, having run away from their cruel aunt and uncle, decide to hide out in Venice, where they fall in the Thief Lord, a boy who leads a crime ring of street children.
Gaiman, Neil. Coraline; 2002. (Y-Gaiman/Y-PRD-GAI)

Coraline ventures through a mysterious door into a disturbing world, where she must challenge a gruesome entity to save herself, her parents, and the souls of three others.

Golding, William.  Lord of the Flies; 1954.  (Y-PRD-GOL)

A group of schoolboys are marooned on a deserted island after a plane crash and the degenerate into a war-like, tribal community.
Goldman, William. The Princess Bride: S. Morgenstern’s Classic Tale of True Love and High Adventure; 1973. (Y-Goldman)

A drunken swordsman and a gentle giant come to the aid of Westley, a handsome farm boy, and Buttercup, a princess in need of rescue from the evil schemers surrounding her.
Gregory, Kristiana.  Cleopatra VIII, Daughter of the Nile; 1999. (Y-Royal)

While her father is hiding after attempts on his life, Cleopatra records how she fears for her own safety and hopes to survive to become Queen of Egypt someday.
Hiaasen, Carl.  Hoot; 2002. (Y-Hiaasen/Y-LPeD-Hiaasen/Y-PRD-HIA)

Roy, who is new to his small Florida community, becomes involved in another boy’s attempt to save a colony of burrowing owls from a proposed construction site.
Hill, Stuart.  The Cry of the Icemark; 2005. (Y-Hill Fantasy/Y-LPeD-Hill Fantasy)

When her father is killed, Princess Thirrin becomes queen of Icemark and searches for a way to protect her people from invaders from the Polypontian Empire.
Hinton, S.E. The Outsiders; 1967.  (Y-PRD-HIN)

The struggle of three brothers to stay together after their parents’ death and their quest for identity among the conflicting values of their adolescent society.
Hinton, S.E.  Rumblefish; 1975. (Y-PRD-HIN)

A junior high school boy idolizes his older brother, the coolest, toughest guy in the neighborhood, and wants to be just like him.
Hinton, S.E.  Tex; 1979. (Y-PRD-HIN)

The love between two teenage brothers helps to alleviate the harshness of their usually parentless life as the struggle to grow up.
Hinton, S.E. That Was Then, This Is Now; 1971. (Y-PRD-HIN)

Mark and Bryon have been like brothers since childhood, but now, as their involvement with girls, gangs, and drugs increases, their relationship seems to gradually disintegrate.
Hoffman, Alice.  Aquamarine; 2001. (Y-P-HOF)

Horowitz, Anthony.  Stormbreaker; 2001. (Y-Horowitz/Y-P-HOR)

After the death of the uncle who had been his guardian, 14-year-old Alex Rider is coerced to continue his uncle’s dangerous work for Britain’s intelligence agency, MI-6.
Jones, Diana Wynne.  Howl’s Moving Castle; 1986. (Y-P-JON Fantasy)

Eldest of three sisters where it is a misfortunte, Sophie is resigned to her fate until a witch turns her into an old woman and she finds herself in the castle of the wizard Howl.
Klause, Annette Curtis.  Blood and Chocolate; 1997. (Y-PRD-KLA)

Having fallen for a human boy, a beautiful teenage werewolf must battle both her packmates and the fear of the townspeople to decide where she belongs and with whom.

Lasky, Kathryn.  Elizabeth I, Red Rose of the House of Tudor; 1999. (Y-Royal)

Princess Elizabeth, the daughter of King VIII, celebrates holidays and birthdays, relives her mothers execution, revels in her studies, and agonizes over her fathers health.
Levine, Gail Carson.  Ella Enchanted; 1997. (Y-LPeD-Carson)

Ella stuggles against the childhood curse that forces her to obey any order given to her.
London, Jack. Whitefang; 1906. (Y-PRD-LON)

The adventures in the northern wilderness of a dog who is part wolf and how he comes to make his peace with man.

Lowry, Lois.  The Giver; 1993.  (Y-LPeD-Lowry/Y-PRD-LOW)

Given his lifetime assignment, Jonas becomes the receiver of memories shared by only one other in his community and discovers the terrible truth about the society in which he lives.
O’Dell, Scott. Island of the Blue Dolphins; 1960. (Y-LPeD-ODell)

Left alone on a beautiful, isolated island, a young Indian girl spends eighteen years, not only surviving, but also finding a measure of happiness in her solitary life.
Paolini, Christopher.  Eragon; 2002. (Y-Paolini Fantasy/Y-P-PAO)

In Agaesia, fifteen-year-old Eragon finds a mysterious stone that weaves his life into an intricate tapestry of destiny, magic, and power peopled with dragons, elves, and dwarves.
Philbrick, Rodman.  Freak the Mighty; 1993. (Y-Philbrick/Y-P-PHI)
At the start of eighth grade, learning disabled Max and his new friend Freak, whose birth defect has affected only his body, find that they make a powerful team when together.
Pullman, Phillip. The Golden Compass; 1995. (Y-Pullman Fantasy/Y-PRD-PUL)
Accompanied by her daemon, Lyra Belacqua sets out to prevent her best friend and other kidnapped children from becoming the subject of gruesome experiments in the Far North. 

Rawls, Wilson.  Where the Red Fern Grows; 1961. (Y-PRD-RAW)

A boy living in the Ozarks achieves his heart’s desire when he becomes the owner of two redbone hounds and teaches them to be champion hunters.
Rodgers, Mary.  Freaky Friday; 1972. (Y-P-ROD)

A thirteen-year-old girl gains a much more sympathetic understanding of her relationship with her mother when she has to spend a day in her mother’s body.
Rowling, J.K. Harry Potter and the Sorceror’s Stone; 1998. (Y-Rowling Fantasy/Y-LPeD-Rowling Fantasy)

Rescued from the outrageous neglect of his aunt and uncle, a young boy with a great destiny proves his worth while attending Hogwarts School for Wizards and Witches.
Rowling, J.K.  Harry Potter and the Chamber of Secrets; 1999. (Y-Rowling Fantasy/Y-LPeD-Rowling Fantasy)

Sheldon, Dyan.  Confessions of a Teenage Drama Queen; 1999. (Y-Sheldon/Y-LPeD-Sheldon/Y-P-SHE)

Mary Elizabeth Cep, who now calls herself Lola, sets her sights on the lead in the annual drama production, and finds herself up against the most popular girl in school.
Snicket, Lemony. The Bad Beginning; 1999. (Y-Snicket/Y-LPeD-Snicket)

Stevenson, Robert Louis.  Treasure Island; 1881.  (Y-PRD-STE)

Strasser, Todd.  Drive Me Crazy; 1999. (Y-P-STR)
Popular Nicole is forced to get another date to the prom when hunky Brad asks someone else so she shapes her childhood friend and class clown Chase into the perfect date. Sequel to How I Changed My Life.
Tolkien, J.R.R. The Fellowship of the Ring; 1965. (Y-Tolkien Fantasy/Y-PRD-TOL)

Frodo the hobbit and his companions set out to deliver the One Ring of Power to the dark land of Mordor in order to destroy the ring in the forge of its creation.
Tolkien, J.R.R.  The Two Towers; 1965. (Y-Tolkien Fantasy/Y-PRD-TOL)

In 1872, Phileas Fogg wins a bet by traveling around the world with his manservant Passepartout in seventy-nine days, twenty-three hours, and fifty-seven minutes
von Ziegesar, Cecily.  Gossip Girl, 2002. (Y-VON)

A group of teens attending a private school in Manhattan live the high life with preparing for college, dealing with a returning friend with a bad reputation, and being popular
