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Waking up in intensive care after being badly burned at a party she can’t remember, Dayle struggles to come to terms with the emotional and physical pain.

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Russel decides to take a counselor job at a camp for burn victims to get away from the antagonism of his classmates, but finds ten-year-old boys have just as many problems.
