Springer, Nancy.  I Am Mordred: A Tale from Camelot; 1998. (Y-Springer Fantasy)

When Mordred learns the identity of his father, he struggles with feelings of hatred, but also fights the fate which determines that he will kill the good and gracious king.
Springer, Nancy.  I Am Morgan Le Fay: A Tale from Camelot; 2001. (Y-Springer Fantasy/Y-PRD-SPR)
In war-torn England where her half-brother Arthur will eventually become king, the young Morgan comes to realize she has magic powers and links to the faerie world.
Thomson, Sarah L.  The Dragon’s Son; 2001. (Y-Thomson Fantasy)

A collection of Medieval Welsh tales and later legends telling of family members and servants important in the life of King Arthur.
Vande Velde, Vivian. The Book of Mordred; 2005. (Y-Vande Velde Fantasy)

As King Arthur reigns, the daughter of Lady Alayna, newly widowed of the wizard Toland, is abducted by knights who leave their barn burning and only servant dead.
White, T.H. The Sword in the Stone; 1939. (Y-White Fantasy)

At a medieval manor, Kay and Wart (later King Arthur) learn the attributes necessary for becoming a successful knight.
Yancey, Richard. The Extraordinary Adventures of Alfred Kropp, 2005. (Y-Yancey)

Through a series of dangerous and violent misadventures, self-proclaimed teenage loser Alfred Kropp rescues King Arthur’s legendary sword Excalibur from the forces of evil.

Yancy, Richard.  Alfred Kropp: The Seal of Solomon; 2007.  (Y-Yancey)

The last descendant of Sir Lancelot, misfit Alfred Kropp is drawn back into the OIPEP to battle a group of demons bent on freeing themselves from the confines of an ancient relic. Sequel to The Extraordinary Adventures of Alfred Kropp.
Yancy, Richard. Alfred Kropp: The Thirteenth Skull; 2008. (Y-Yancey)

Alfred, the last descendent of Sir Lancelot, is once again in danger as he tries to uncover who is behind a top secret project called SOFIA while eluding a new enemy who seems determined to kill him. Sequel to Alfred Kropp: The Seal of Solomon.
Yolan, Jane. Passenger; 1996. (Y-Yolen Fantasy)

A foundling rediscovers his identity through the help of the falconer who adopts him.

Yolan, Jane. Hobby; 1996. (Y-Yolen Fantasy)

Young Merlin is orphaned by fire and joins a traveling pair of magicians who help him begin to discover his true powers. Sequel to Passenger.
Yolan, Jane.  Merlin; 1997. (Y-Yolan Fantasy)

Merlin, now twelve years old, begins to come into his magic while being held captive by a band of wild folk. Sequel to Hobby.
Yolan, Jane. Sword of the Rightful King: A Novel of King Arthur; 2003. (Y-Yolen)

Merlinnus the magician devises a way for King Arthur to prove himself the rightful king, pulling a sword from a stone, but trouble arises when someone else removes it first.
