Bartoletti, Susan Campbell.  A Coal Miner’s Bride: The Diary of Anetka Kaminska; 2000. (Y-Dear Historical)

An account of 13-year-old Anetka’s life in Poland in 1896, immigration to America, marriage to a coal miner, widowhood, and happiness in finally finding her true love.
Cabot, Meg.  The Princess Diaries; 2000. (Y-Cabot/Y-LPeD-Cabot/Y-PRD-CAB)

Mia, who is trying to lead a normal life, is shocked to learn her father is the Prince of Genovia, a small European principality, and that she is the heir to the thrown.
Cabot, Meg.  Princess in the Spotlight; 2001. (Y-Cabot/Y-LPeD-Cabot/Y-PRD-CAB)
Having recently discovered she is the sole heir to a thrown, Mia writes in her journal about her attempts to cope with this news, as well as more typical teenage concerns. Sequel to The Princess Diaries.

In a series of humorous diary entries, high school freshman and Genovian princess Mia tries to get her reluctant boyfriend to take her to the prom. Sequel to Project Princess.
Cabot, Meg.  The Princess Present; 2004. (Y-Cabot)

Princess Mia describes celebrating Christmas with her friends, family and royal subject in the Principality of Genovia, the country she will one day rule. Sequel to Princess in Pink.
Cabot, Meg.  Princess in Training, 2005.  (Y-Cabot/Y-LPeD-Cabot)

Sophomore Princess Mia deals with being the girlfriend of a college student, runs for president of the student body, and protects Genovia from potential ecological disaster. Sequel to The Christmas Present.

The thirteen-year-old daughter of an English knight longs for adventures beyond the usual role of women and her efforts to avoid being married off.
Danitcat, Edwidge.  Anacaona, Golden Flower; 2005. (Y-Royal)

Anacaona records her life as successor to the supreme chief of Zaragua, as wife of the chief of Maguana, and as warrior battling the first white men arriving in the West Indies.

Denenberg, Barry.  Early Sunday Morning: The Pearl Harbor Diary of Amber Billows; 2001. (Y-Dear Historical)

In her diary, twelve-year-old Amber describes moving to Hawaii in 1941 and experiencing the horror of the bombing of Pearl Harbor.
Denenberg, Barry.  Elisabeth: The Princess Bride; 2003. (Y-Royal)

Princess Elisabeth describes her engagement and marriage to her cousin Franz Joseph I, Emperor of Austria in her diary.

Teen movie star Morgan Carter retreats to a small Midwestern town to recuperate anonymously after an overdose and rehabilitation, recording her thoughts in a diary.
Easton, Kelly.  The Life History of a Star, 2001.  (Y-P-EAS/Y-LPeD-Easton)

Kristin records her thoughts about the changes brought on by adolescence and the strain her family experiences after what happened to her brother while he served in Vietnam.

Fraustina, Lisa Rowe.  I Walk in Dread: The Diary of Deliverance Trembley, Witness to the Salem Witch Trials; 2004. (Y-Dear Historical)

Deliverance writes about the fears and doubts that arise during the 1692 witchunt and trials in Salem Village, especially when her friend, Goody Corey, is condemned.
Fullerton, Alma. Walking on Glass; 2007. (Y-Fullerton)

A teenage boy recounts, in a free verse journal, his attempts to come to terms with the realities of his mother’s near-death coma.

Garfinkle, Debra. Storky: How I Lost My Nickname and Won the Girl; 2005. (Y-Garfinkle)

Michael “Storky” Pomerantz’s journal describes his freshman year, from dealing with his mother’s dating his dentist to attempting to win the hear of the girl he loves

Grant, Cynthia D. The Cannibals: Starring Tiffany Spratt; 2002. (Y-Grant)

In her journal the relentlessly superficial Tiffany, head of the cheerleading group called the Cannibals, describes the excitement and turmoil of her senior year in high school.
Gregory, Kritiana.  Catherine: The Great Journey; 2005. (Y-Royal)

Princess Sophie, later named Catherine tells of marrying her second cousin Peter, the Grand Duke of Russia and future Emperor, at the age of fifteen. 
Gregory, Kristiana. Eleanor: Crown Jewel of Aquitaine; 2002. (Y-Royal)

Eleanor, first daughter of the duke of Aquitaine, shares the events that happened to her in the years just prior to when she marries Francis, the King of France.
Gregory, Kristiana.  Cleopatra VIII, Daughter of the Nile; 1999. (Y-Royal)

While her father is hiding after attempts on his life, Cleopatra records how she fears for her own safety and hopes to survive to become Queen of Egypt someday.
Gregory, Kristiana.  Seeds of Hope: The Gold Rush Diary of Susanna Fairchild, California Territory, 1849; 2001. (Y-Dear Historical)

Susannah’s father succumbs to gold fever on the way to establish his medical practice in Oregon after losing his wife and money on their steamship journey from New York.
Grimes, Nikki.  Jazmin’s Notebook; 1998. (Y-P-GRI)

Jazmin, an African American teen who lives in a small Harlem apartment in the 1960’s, finds strength in writing poetry and keeping a record of the events in her difficult life.
Haddix, Margaret Peterson.  Don’t You Dare Read This, Mrs. Dunphrey; 1996. (Y-Haddix)

In the journal she is keeping for English, Tish chronicles the changes in her life when her abusive father returns home after a two-year absence.
Hesse, Karen.  A Light in the Storm: The Civil War Diary of Amelia Martin; 1999. (Y-Dear Historical)

In 1860 and 1861, while working on her father’s lighthouse on and island off Delaware, Amelia records how the Civil War is beginning to devastate her divided state.
Hesse, Karen.  Stowaway; 2000. (Y-LPeD-Hesse)

A fictionalized journal relates the experiences of a young stowaway from 1768 to 1771 aboard the Endeavor, which sailed around the world under Captain James Cook.
Kirwin, Anna.  Victoria: May Blossom of Britannia; 2001. (Y-Royal)

Victoria begins a journal chronicling her life as an English princess with information about her reign marriage, and family life.
Kirwin, Anna.  Lady of Palengque: Flower of Bacal; 2004. (Y-Royal)

In 749, the Maya princess Green Jay of the Kingdom of Bacal writes in her diary about her arduous journey to Xukpip to meet King Fire Keeper, her future husband.
Lasky, Kathryn.  Christmas After All: The Great Depression Diary of Minnie Swift; 2001. (Y-Dear Historical)
Minnie recounts how her family dealt with the difficult times during the Depression and how the arrival of an orphan from Texas’ changed their lives just before Christmas.
Lasky, Kathryn.  Dreams in the Golden Country: The Diary of Zipporah Feldman, a Jewish Immigrant Girl; 1998.  (Y-Dear Historical)

Zippy, a Jewish immigrant from Russia, keeps a diary account of the first eighteen months of her family’s life on the Lower East Side of New York in 1903-1904.
Lasky, Kathryn.  Elizabeth I, Red Rose of the House of Tudor; 1999. (Y-Royal)

Princess Elizabeth, the daughter of King VIII, celebrates holidays and birthdays, relives her mothers execution, revels in her studies, and agonizes over her fathers health.
Lasky, Kathryn.  Jahanara: Princess of Princesses; 2002. (Y-Royal)

The first daughter of Shah Jahan of India’s Mogul Dynasty, writes about political intrigues, weddings, battles, and other experiences of her life.
Lasky, Kathryn.  Kazunomiya: Prisoner of Heaven; 2004. (Y-Royal)

The half-sister of the Emperor of Japan relates the confusing events occurring in the Imperial Palace in 1858, including political and romantic intrigue.

Maria Antonia Josepha Johanna, the daughter of Empress Maria Theresa, begins a journal chronicling her life at the Austrian court and her preparation to be Queen of France.

The young Scottish queen is sent a diary from her mother to record her experiences living at the court of France’s King Henry II as she awaits her marriage to his son Francis.

Simon’s diaries reveal her experiences as a carefree member of New York society, then as a “Hello girl,” a volunteer switchboard operator for the Amy Signal Corps in France.

Nzingha, a 16th century West African princess who loves to hunt and hopes to lead her kingdom one day against the invasion of Portuguese slave traders.
Meyer, Carolyn.  Anastasia, The Last Grand Duchess; 2000. (Y-Royal Historical)

The youngest daughter of Czar Nicholas II describes the privileged lifer her family led up until the time of World War I and the tragic events that befell them.

In 1659, Mary Newbury keeps a journal of her voyage from England to the new World and her experiences living as a witch in a community near Salem, Massachusetts.

Rennison, Louise.  Angus, Thongs, and Full-Frontal Snogging: Confessions of Georgia Nicolson; 2000. (Y-Rennison/Y-P-REN)

Presents the journal of a British girl who tries to reduce the size of her nose, stop her mad cat from terrorizing neighborhood animals, and win the love of a handsome hunk.
