A small band of children have joined together in a Florida town, trying to survive in a world where it seems all the adults have been killed off by a catastrophic virus.

After a plague kills the all adults, a group of children are delighted to discover a colony of survivors in a shopping mall but soon find they are not as friendly as they appear. Sequel to The Kindling.

In the near future, America has become a puritanical theocracy, and Offred tells her story of living as a Handmaid under the new social order.
Blackman, Malorie.  Naughts & Crosses; 2005. (Y-Blackman)

In a world where the pale-skinned Naughts are discriminated against by the powerful dark-skinned Crosses, teens Callum and Sephy test whether their love is strong enough.
Burgess, Melvin.  Bloodtide; 2001. (Y-P-BUR SciFi)

In the not-too-distant future, in a London wracked by war, famine, economic collapse, and chaos, two warring families, the Valsons and the Conors, vie for control.

Doctorow, Cory. Little Brother; 2008.  (Y-Doctorow)

DuPrau, Jeanne.  City of Ember; 2003. (Y-DuPrau)

In the year 241, Lina trades jobs on Assignment Day to be a Messenger to run to new places in her decaying but beloved city, perhaps even to glimpse Unknown Regions.
DuPrau, Jeanne.  The People of Sparks; 2004. (Y-DuPrau)

Having escaped to the Unknown Regions, Lina and the others seek help from the village people of Sparks.  Sequel to City of Ember.

DuPrau, Jeanne.  The Prophet of Yonwood; 2006. (Y-DuPrau/Y-P-DUP)

Whil visiting the town of Yonwood, Nickie makes some decisions about how to identify both good and evil when she witnesses the townspeople’s reactions to the apocalyptic visions of one of their neighbors.  Sequel to The People of Sparks.

After his escape from Incarceron, Finn finds that the Realm is not all he hoped, and he does not know whether he is to be king, how to free his friends, or how to stop the prison with a mind of its own.  Sequel to Incarceron.
Hautman, Pete.  Rash; 2006. (Y-Hautman Mystery)

In a future when people would rather be safe than free, Bo’s anger problems land him in a jail where he survives with the help of his running  and an AI program named Bork.
Hughes, Mark Peter.  A Crack in the Sky; 2010. (Y-Hughes SciFi)

Eli, part of the most powerful family in the world, keeps noticing problems with the operations of his downed cit, but his family denies them as Outsiders struggle to survive while awaiting the prophesied savior.
Huxley, Aldus.  Brave New World; 1932.  (Y-Huxley/Y-PRD-HUX)
Six hundred years into the future, humans are bred by cloning, and "mother" and "father" are forbidden words in a controlled and emotionless future society.
Layne, Steven L.  This Side of Paradise; 2001. (Y-Layne)

After his perfectionist father insists the family move to a planned community, Jack, his brother , his girlfriend , and his grandmother team up to uncover a sinister plot.
Lloyd, Saci.  The Carbon Diaries 2015; 2009. (Y-Lloyd)

In 2015, when England becomes the first nation to introduce carbon rationing, Laura documents the first year of the program as her family spirals out of control.

Lloyd, Saci.  The Carbon Diaries 2017. (Y-Lloyd)

Two years after England introduced carbon rationing, Laura chronicles her first year at a London university as natural disasters and political upheaval disrupt her studies.

Lowry, Lois.  The Giver; 1993.  (Y-LPeD-Lowry/Y-PRD-LOW)

Given his lifetime assignment, Jonas becomes the receiver of memories shared by only one other in his community and discovers the terrible truth about the society in which he lives.
Lowry, Lois.  Gathering Blue; 2000. (Y-LPeD-Lowry/Y-PRD-LOW)

Lame and suddenly orphaned, Kira is mysteriously removed from her squalid village to live in the palatial Council Edifice, where she is expected to use her gifts as a weaver. Companion to The Giver.

In a novel uniting characters from The Giver and Gathering Blue,Matty, a young member of a utopian community that values honesty, conceals and emerging healing power that he cannot explain or understand.

As survivors of an enemy invasion of their homeland, Ellie and her friends return to Australia as guide for soldiers from New Zealand who plan an attack. Sequel to A Killing Frost.
Marsden, John.  Burning for Revenge; 2000.  (Y-Marsden)

Having been separated from the New Zealand troops they were guiding, five Australian teenagers continue their resistance against the unknown enemy invading their homeland. Sequel to Darkness Be My Friend.
Marsden, John.  The Night Is For Hunting; 2001.  (Y-Marsden)

While trying to care for a group of abandoned young children, five Australian teens continue their struggle for survival and their resistance against an invading enemy. Sequel to Burning for Revenge.
Marsden, John.  The Other Side of Dawn; 2002.  (Y-Marsden)

Orwell, George.  1984; 1949. (Y-Orwell/Y-PRD-ORW)

Portrays life in a future time when a totalitarian government watches over all citizens and directs all activities.

Patterson, James & Gabrielle Charbonnet. Witch & Wizard; 2009. (Y-Patterson SciFi)

Torn from their family and slammed into prison, a brother and sister must rediscover their supernatural powers in order to save themselves, their parents, and the world.

Shusterman, Neal. Unwind; 2007. (Y-Shusterman Sci-Fi)

Shute, Nevil. On The Beach; 1957. (Y-SciFi/Y-P-SHU)

A novel about the survivors of an atomic war, who face an inevitable end as radiation poisoning moves toward Australia from the North.
Stevermer, Caroline.  River Rats; 1992. (Y-P-STE)
Nearly 20 years after the holocaust called the Flash destroyed civilization, Tomcat and a group of orphans face danger as they steer an old steamboat up the Mississippi River.
