Ashby, Amanda. Fairy Bad Day; 2011. (Y-Ashby)

Emma is devastated to learn she may not be a dragonslayer like her mother, but with an unlikely band of allies, she learns she may be a great giant fairy slayer.
Baratz-Logsted, Lauren.  Crazy Beautiful; 2009. (Y-Baratz-Logsted)

In this retelling of Beauty and the Beast, a guy whose hands were amputated in an explosion and a gorgeous girl whose mother recently died form an instant connection.

Bell, Hilari.  The Goblin Wood; 2003. (Y-Bell Fantasy)

A young Hedgewitch, an idealistic knight, and an army of clever goblins fight the ruling hierarchy that is trying to rid the land of all magical creatures.
Black, Holly.  Tithe: A Modern Faerie Tale; 2002. (Y-LPeD-Black Fantasy)

After returning home from a tour with her mother’s rock band, Kaye, who has been visited by faeries since childhood, discovers she is a magical faerie creature.

Black, Holly.  Valiant: A Modern Tale of Faerie; 2005. (Y-Black Fantasy)

Seventeen-year-old Valerie, who has befriended an unusual group, now is bound into service with a troll.
Black, Holly. Ironside: A Modern Faery’s Tale; 2007.  (Y-Black Fantasy)

As the possessor of Roibin’s true name, Kaye returns to Faeryland to try and complete a nearly-impossible quest that will release him from the spell of the faerie queen who holds him in thrall.
Black, Holly. The Poison Eaters and Other Stories; 2010. (Y-Black)

In a return to the popular world she created with her Tithe series, Black takes readers on a tour of a faerie market, introduces a girl poisonous to the touch, and another who challenges the devil to a competitive eating match.

Black, Jenna. Glimmerglass; 2010. (Y-Black)

A runaway girl discovers she has the unique power to enter the land of Faerie and bring back magic to Earth.
Block, Francesca Lia.  I Was a Teenage Fairy; 1998. (Y-P-BLO Fantasy)

A feisty, sexy fairy helps a young girl heal traumas of her past.

Brennan, Herbie.  Faerie Wars, 2003. (Y-LPeD-Brennan Fantasy)

Troubled by family problems, Henry’s life takes a twist when he and Mr. Fogarty meet Prince Pygrus Malvae who has fled the faerie world to escape the Faeries of the Night.

Brennan, Herbie. Purple Emperor, 2004.  (Y-Brennan Fantasy)

Henry and Mr. Fogarty return to the Faerie Realm to help the royal siblings Pyrgus and Holly Blue in their continued fight against Lord Hairstreak and the Faeries of the Night. Sequel to Faerie Wars.
Brennan, Herbie.  Ruler of the Realm, 2006. (Y-Brennan Fantasy)

While trying to prevent and prepare for war in the Faerie Realm, Holly Blue is kidnapped from Lord Hairstreak’s home by Henry Atherton and learns there is a greater danger. Sequel to Ruler of the Realm.
Chabon, Michael.  Summerland; 2002. (Y-Chabon Fantasy/Y-LPeD-Chabon Fantasy)

Ethan Feld, the worst baseball playing in the history of the game, finds himself recruited by a 1100-year-old scout to help a band of fairies triumph over an ancient enemy.
Colfer, Eoin.  Artemis Fowl; 2001. (Y-Colver Fantasy/Y-P-COL)
When a 12-year-old evil genius tries to restore his family fortune by capturing a fairy and demanding a ransom, the fairies fight back with magic, technology, and a nasty troll.
Colfer, Eoin.  Artemis Fowl: The Arctic Incident; 2002. (Y-Colfer Fantasy/Y-LPeD-Colfer Fantasy/Y-P-COL Fantasy)

When Artemis learns his father has been kidnapped by the Russian mob, he races to the arctic for a daring rescue and runs into Holly Short, who is investigating the goblin mob. Sequel to Artemis Fowl.
Colfer, Eoin.  Artemis Fowl: The Eternity Code; 2003. (Y-Colfer Fantasy/Y-LPeD-Colfer Fantasy)

Discovering a way to build a super-computer using stolen fairy technology, Artemis sets out to blackmail a Chicago businessman but runs into a trap that leaves Butler mortally wounded.  Sequel to Artemis Fowl: The Arctic Incident.
Colfer, Eoin.  Artemis Fowl: The Opal Deception; 2005. (Y-Colfer Fantasy/Y-LPeD-Colfer Fantasy)

Criminal mastermind Artemis Fowl has no memory of the fairy people and his dangerous enemy, Opal Koboi escapes from jail and is planning revenge.
Colfer, Eoid.  Artemis Fowl: The Lost Colony; 2006. (Y-Colfer Fantasy/Y-LPeD-Colfer Fantasy)

Once again, Artemis will have to pair up with his old comrade Holly to track down the missing demon and rescue him before the time spell dissolves and the lost demon colony returns to Earth.  Sequel to Artemis Fowl: The Opal Deception.
De Lint, Charles.  The Blue Girl; 2004.

New at her school, Imogene enlists the help of her introverted friend Maxine and the ghost of a boy who haunts the school after receiving warnings through her dreams.
Hawkins, Rachel.  Hex Hall; 2010 (Y-Hawkins)

When Sophie attracts too much human attention for a prom-night spell gone horribly wrong, she is exiled to an isolated reform school for wayward Prodigium, a.k.a. witches, faeries, and shapeshifters.

Hearn, Julie.  The Minister’s Daughter; 2005. (Y-Hearn)

In 1645 England, the daughters of the town minister successfully accuse a local healer and her granddaughter of witch craft, but this leads to unexpected repercussions.
Kagawa, Julie.  The Iron King; 2010. (Y-Kagawa Fantasy)

Meghan has always felt out of place. When a stranger starts watching her, it leads her on a journey that will connect her with her hidden past as a faery princess.
Kagawa, Julie.  The Iron Daughter; 2010. (Y-Kagawa Fantasy)

Meghan has never fitted in anywhere, and she is prisoner to the Winter faery queen. As war looms between Summer and Winter, she knows the real danger comes from the Iron Fey. Sequel to The Iron King.
Kagawa, Julie.  The Iron Queen; 2011. (Y-Kagawa Fantasy)

Meghan knows the struggle against the Iron Fey is not yet over and that they will tear her away from the banished prince she loves and force her into battles she may not survive.  Sequel to The Iron Daughter.
Lo, Malinda.  Ash; 2009. (Y-Lo Fantasy)

In this Cinderella variation, Ash grows up believing in fairies despite laws against it.  She must choose between a handsome fairy cursed to love her and the King’s Huntress whom she loves.
Lo, Malinda.  Huntress; 2011. (Y-Lo Fantasy)

Kaede and Taisin are called to go on a dangerous and unprecedented journey to Tanlili, the city of the Fairy Queen, in an effort to restore the balance of nature in the human world. Prequel to Ash.
Marillier, Juliet.  Wildwood Dancing; 2007. (Y-Marillier Fantasy)

Five sisters who live with their merchant father in Transylvania use a hidden portal in their home to cross over into a magical world, the Wildwood.
Melling, O.R. The Hunter’s Moon; 2005. (Y-Melling Fantasy)

Two teenage cousins, one Irish and the other American, set out to find a magic doorway to the Faraway Country, where humans must bow to the little people.

Melling, O.R.  The Summer King; 2006. (Y-Melling Fantasy)
Laurel returns to Ireland, where she encounters “the roly-poly man,” a cluricaun who sets Laurel on a quest to free her twin sister, thought to be dead to live in with her lover in the legendary world of the Faerie.  Sequel to The Hunter’s Moon.
Melling, O.R.  The Book of Dreams; 2009. (Y-Melling Fantasy)

Dana has been living with her father in Canada.  When she finds her gateway to the land of Faeirie has been mysteriously shattered, she must travel the length and breadth of Canada to find a secret to reopen the Faerie world.  Sequel to The Summer King.
Morris, Gerald.  The Princess, the Crone, and the Dung-Cart Knight; 2004. (Y-LPeD-Morris Fantasy)

Determined to find the knight responsible for the deaths of her mother, Sarah is helped in her quest by a strange old woman, a magical sword, a young faery, and an unkempt knight with little armor and no horse.

Pike, Aprilynne. Wings; 2009. (Y-Pike Fantasy)

When a plant blooms out of Laurel’s back, it leads her to discover the fact she is a faerie and she has a cruel role to play in keeping the world safe from encroaching trolls.
Pike, Aprilynne.  Spells, 2010. (Y-Pike Fantasy)

Summoned to study at The Academy of Avalon, Laurel learns about the town with friend Tamani while honing her long-forgotten skills as a Fall faerie in order to protect her human family and Avalon from trolls.  Sequel to Wings.
Pike, Christopher.  Alosha; 2004. (Y-P-PIK Fantasy)

Learning she is the Queen of the Fairies, Ali Warner sets out with a reluctant leprechaun and a loyal troll to pass seven challenges in order to claim her magical royal powers

Pike, Christopher.  The Shaktra; 2006. (Y-P-PIK Fantasy)
Ali, an American teen possessing magical powers, travels to the elemental world to search for her missing mother, learn more about the power of the Shaktra, and help a dragon gain its wings. Sequel to Alosha.
Pike, Christopher.  The Yanti; 2006. (Y-Pike Fantasy)

Ali, eager for vengeance after the death of her friend Steve, must now master the powers of the Yanti, a mysterious artifact keyed to her mind, while trying to defeat the Shaktra. Sequel to The Shaktra.
Pratchett, Terry.  The Wee Free Men; 2003. (Y-Pratchett Fantasy)

A young witch-to-be named Tiffany teams up with the Wee Free Men, a clan of six-inch tall blue men, to rescue her baby brother and ward off a sinister invasion from Fairyland.

Pratchett, Terry.  A Hat Full of Sky; 2004. (Y-Pratchett Fantasy)

Tiffany Aching, a young witch-in-training, learns about magic and responsibility as she battles a disembodied monster with the help of the Wee Free Men and a great witch. Sequel to The Wee Free Men.

Pratchett, Terry. Wintersmith; 2006. (Y-Pratchett Fantasy)

When Tiffany accidentally interrupts the Dance of the Seasons and awakens the interest of the elemental of Winter, she requires the help of the Wee Free Men to make amends. Sequel to A Hat Full of SkyA Hat Full of Sky.

Pratchett, Terry.  I Shall Wear Midnight; 2010. (Y-Pratchett Fantasy)

Tiffany, the witch of the Chalk, seeks her place amid a troublesome populace and tries to control the Wee Free Men who follow her as she faces an ancient evil that agitates against witches. Sequel to Wintersmith.
Rallison, Janette. My Unfair Godmother; 2011. (Y-Rallison Fantasy)

A fairy godmother-in-training is sent to help angry Tansy, who is staying with her father and his new wife while her mother is traveling, but the unfortunate results of this help is chaos.
Salvatore, R.A. The Woods Out Back; 1993. (Y-P-SAL Fantasy)

Bored with life after college, Gary Leger wanders into the woods behind his house and discovers a fantasy world peopled with elves, dwarves, witches, and dragons.
Salvatore, R.A. The Dragon’s Dagger; 1994. (Y-P-SAL Fantasy)

Gary returns to the realm of Faerie to find a changed world and journeys on a quest to find an ancient hero’s sacred armor and magic spear and battle the dark shadows of evil. Sequel to The Woods Out Back.
Salvatore, R.A. Dragonslayer’s Return; 1995. (Y-P-SAL Fantasy)

After his father dies, Gary longs to take his wife back with him t to Faerie and the friends he made there. He finds his wish coming true when a cruel king plunges Faerie into war. Sequel to The Dragon’s Dagger.
Springer, Nancy.  I Am Morgan Le Fay: A Tale from Camelot; 2001. (Y-Springer Fantasy/Y-PRD-SPR)

In war-torn England where her half-brother Arthur will eventually become king, the young Morgan comes to realize she has magic powers and links to the faerie world.
Stiefvater, Maggie.  Lament: The Faerie Queen’s Deception; 2008. (Y-Stiefvater)

On the day of an important music competition, introverted Deirdre is helped to perform by the compelling and enigmatic Luke and finds herself drawn into the faerie world.
Stiefvater, Maggie.  Ballad: A Gathering of Faerie. (Y-Stiefvater)

When music prodigy James and his best friend join a private conservatory, his talent attracts a faerie muse who fosters and feeds on his creative energies, but he soon finds himself battling the Queen of the Fey for the lives of his friends. Sequel to Lament.
Trent, Tiffany.  In the Serpent’s Coils; 2007 (Y-Trent Fantasy)

Corinne, a 15-year-old, Corrine is orphaned after the Civil War and finds herself propelled into an ancient battle between dark vampiric Fey and the mortal world.

Vornholt, John.  The Troll King; 2002. (Y-LPeD-Vornholt)

When a sorcerer decides to bridge the Great Chasm and conquer the elves and fairies who live on the other side, he enables a gentle troll to reach for a much nobler dream.
Werlin, Nancy. Extraordinary; 2010. (Y-Werlin)

Phoebe, a member of a wealthy family, befriends an awkward new girl and school. As the two become like sisters, Mallory’s secret faerie mission to capture a human girl plays a role.
Wooding, Chris.  Poision; 2005. (Y-Wooding/Y-LPeD-Wooding)

When Poison leaves home to retrieve her infant sister who was snatched by the fairies, she and a group of friends survive encounters with the residents of various realms.
Yolen, Jane & Adam Stemple.  Pay the Piper; 2005. (Y-Yolen Fantasy)

When Callie interviews the band Brass Rat for her high school paper.  When all the kids in town begin to disappear, she knows where the search should start.

Yolen, Jane & Adam Stemple.  Troll Bridge; 2006. (Y-Yolen Fantasy)

Harpist prodigy Moira is transported to a strange, mystical wilderness, where she finds herself in the middle of a deadly struggle between a magical fox and a monstrous troll.

Yovanoff, Brenna.  The Replacement  (Y-Yovanoff)

Mackie Doyle knows he replaced a human child when he was just an infant, and when a friend’s sister disappears he goes against his family’s and town’s deliberate denial of the problem to confront the beings that dwell under the town, tampering with human lives.
