Cross, Jillian.  Wolf; 1990. (Y-P-CRO)

Cassy is forced to stay with her mother in a settlement of artists.  She joins the group in producing an educational program about wolves and learns that her missing father is a notorious terrorist.
Coombs, Kate.  The Runaway Princess; 2006. (Y-Coombs Fantasy)

Princess Meg uses her magic and her wits to rescue a baby dragon and escape the unwanted attentions of princes hoping to gain her hand in marriage through a contest.
Dokey, Cameron.  Beauty Sleep; 2002. (Y-P-DOK Fantasy)

Aurore, whose curse has been shortened to a 100 year sleep starting on her 17th birthday, encounters Oswald, whom she has replaced as the heir and the questing knight Ironheart.
Dokey, Cameron.  The Storyteller’s Daughter; 2002. (Y-P-DOK)

When Shaharazad becomes enslaved, she must remain cool and calm to come up with a clever plan to make the king see her in a different life and change her future.
Dokey, Cameron.  Wild Orchid; 2009. (Y-P-DOK Historical)

The Emperor of China summons an army, requiring each family to provide a male to fight.  Mulan, determined to spare her father and her family honor, rushes into battle.
Donoghue, Emma. Kissing the Witch; 1997. (Y-PRD-DON)

A collection of thirteen interconnected stories that give old fairy tales a new twist.
Ferris, Jean.  Once Upon a Marigold; 2002. (Y-Ferris Fantasy/Y-PRD-FER)

A young man with a mysterious past and a penchant for invention leaves the troll who raised him, meets an unhappy princess he has loved from afar, and discovers a plot.
Flinn, Alex.  Beastly; 2007. (Y-Flinn)

A retelling of “The Beauty in the Beast,” where a vain Manhattan private school student is turned into a monster and must find true love before he can return to his human form.
Flinn, Alex.  Cloaked; 2011. (Y-Flinn Fantasy)

Johnny is approached at his family’s struggling shoe repair shop in a hotel by Alorian Princess Victoriana, who asks him to find her brother who was turned into a frog.
Gaiman, Neil.  Stardust; 2001. (Y-LPeD-Gaiman)

Tristan sets out on a quest for a fallen star, crossing into a world beyond the wall, and discovers his faerie bloodline.
Galloway, Priscilla.  Truly Grim Tales; 1995. (Y-GAL)

A guilt-ridden prince seeking his dance partner and a beauty contest winner as Snow White’s stepmother are two of the original Grimm plots in this collection of tales.
George, Jessica Day. Princess of the Midnight Ball; 2009. (Y-George Fantasy)

A retelling of the tale of twelve princesses who wear out their shoes dancing every night, and a former soldier  working in the king’s gardens, who follows them in hopes of breaking the curse.
Geras, Adele.  Pictures of the Night; 1992. (Y-P-GER)

Bella is plagued by a series of accidents while singing with a small band in London and Paris during her summer break and believes them to be caused by her evil step mother.
Geras, Adele.  The Tower Room; 1992. (Y-P-GER)

Living at the secluded girls’ school where her foster mother is headmistress, Megan falls in love, for the first time, with a young man her foster mother has chosen for herself.
Geras, Adele. Watching the Roses; 1992. (Y-P-GER)

After being raped on her 18th birthday, an English girl withdraws into the silent thoughts of her unusual family and the events that led to her trauma.
Gidwitz, Adam. A Tale Dark & Grimm; 2010. (Y-Gidwitz)

Hansel and Gretel walk out of their own story and explore eight others, encountering such wicked creatures as witches, kindly strangers and other helpful folk.
Gruber, Michael.  The Witch’s Boy; 2005. (Y-LPeD-Gruber/Y-P-GRU)

A grotesque foundling turns against the witch who sacrificed almost everything for him when he becomes consumed by a desire for money and revenge.
Haddix, Margaret Peterson. Just Ella; 1999. (Y-P-HAD Fantasy)
In a continuation of “Cinderella”, Ella finds that accepting the prince proposal ensnares her in a suffocating tangle of palace rules and royal etiquette, so she ploys to escape.

Hale, Shannon.  Book of a Thousand Days; 2007. (Y-Hale Fantasy/Y-LPeD-Hale Fantasy)

Dashti, sworn to obey her mistress, Lady Saren, shares Saren’s yearslocked in a tower, then brings her safely to the lands of her true love, where they hide as kitchen maids.
Harrison, Mette Ivie.  Mira, Mirror; 2004. (Y-Harrison)

Long after the disappearance of Snow White’s stepmother, the witch trapped in her mirror manipulates a peasant and a merchant’s daughter to try and gain her freedom.
Harrison, Mette Ivie.  The Princess and the Hound; 2007.  (Y-Harrison Fantasy)

George has always felt burdened by his princely duties and  his ability to speak with animals, but when he is betrothed to a neighboring princess, his secret must come out.
Holder, Nancy.  Spirited; 2004. (Y-P-HOL Historical)

In May 1756, war is declared between the British and France as Isabella travels with her father to the British stronghold of Fort William Henry and are captured by natives.
Kantor, Melissa. If I Have a Wicked Stepmother, Where’s My Prince; 2005. (Y-Kantor-Romance)

When the father of sophomore Lucy Norton remarries, she finds herself tormented by two bratty stepsisters and a wicked stepmother.
Kindl, Patrice, Goose Chase; 2001. (Y-PRD-KIN)
Rather than marry a cruel king or a dim-witted prince, an enchanted goose girl endures imprisonment, capture by ogresses, and other dangers before learning who she is.
Levine, Gail Carson.  Ella Enchanted; 1997. (Y-LPeD-Carson)

Ella stuggles against the childhood curse that forces her to obey any order given to her.
Lo, Malinda.  Ash; 2009. (Y-Lo Fantasy)

In this Cinderella variation, Ash grows up believing in fairies despite laws against it.  She must choose between a handsome fairy cursed to love her and the King’s Huntress whom she loves.
Lo, Malinda.  Huntress; 2011. (Y-Lo Fantasy)

Kaede and Taisin are called to go on a dangerous and unprecedented journey to Tanlili, the city of the Fairy Queen, in an effort to restore the balance of nature in the human world. Prequel to Ash.
Lynn, Tracy.  Snow; 2003. (Y-P-LYN)

Born in a Welsh fiefdom, a young Snow flees her stepmother and arrives in London, where she is immediately rescued by a band of outcasts in this retelling of “Snow White.”

Maguire, Gregory. Confessions of an Ugly Stepsister; 1999. (Y-PRD-MAG)

A retelling of “Cinderella,” told from the perspective of one of the stepsisters that turns the entire legend around in a thoughtful look at what it means to be beautiful.

Maguire, Gregory. Leaping Beauty: And Other Animal Fairy Tales; 2004. (Y-Maguire Fantasy)

Retells eight beloved fairy tales, giving them animal protagonists; includes such stories as “cinder-Elephant,” “Hamster and Gerbil,” and “Leaping Beauty.”

Maguire, Gregory. Mirror Mirror; Regan Books: ?, 2003. Y-Maguire

A retelling of “Snow White” set in Renaissance Italy draws a link between the original fairy tale and the Borgia family’s infamous practice of poisoning its enemies.

Maguire, Gregory.  Wicked: The Life and Times of the Wicked Witch of the West; 1996. (Y-PRD-MAG)

Set in Oz, the story of the green-skinned Elphaba that profiles her as an animal rights activist striving to avenge her dear sister’s death.
Marillier, Juliet.  Wildwood Dancing; 2007. (Y-Marillier Fantasy)

Five sisters who live with their merchant father in Transylvania use a hidden portal in their home to cross over into a magical world, the Wildwood.
McKinley, Robin. Rose Daughter; 1997. (Y-P-MCK)
A retelling of “Beauty and the Beast” in which Beauty grows to love the Beast, who holds her prisoner.  She must follow her heart to make the best choice for their futures.

Napoli, Donna Jo. Beast; 2000. (Y-Napoli Fantasy/Y-PRD-NAP)
Elaborates on “Beauty and the Beast,” told from the point of view of the beast and set in Persia.

Napoli, Donna Jo. Bound; 2004. (Y-Napoli)
Based on “Chinese Cinderella”, stepchild Xing-Xing endures a life of neglect and servitude as her stepmother mutilates her own child’s feet so that she might marry well.
Napoli, Donna Jo. Breath; 2003. (Y-Napoli)

A boy is safe because he is too ill to keep up when a piper spirits away the children of a plague-ridden town after being cheated out of full payment for ridding Hameln of rats.

Napoli, Donna Jo. Crazy Jack; 1999. (Y-LPeD-Napoli)

In this version of the traditional tale of the young boy who climbs a beanstalk, Jack searches for his father, falls in love with Flora, and learns the value of real treasure.
Napoli, Donna Jo.  The Magic Circle; 1993. (Y-PRD-NAP)

After learning sorcery to become a healer, a good-hearted woman is turned into a witch by evil spirits. She fights their power until she runs into Hansel and Gretel years later.
Napoli, Donna Jo. Spinners; 1999. (Y-PRD-NAP)
In this retelling of “Rumpelstiltskin,” a strange little man helps a miller’s daughter spin straw into gold for the king on the condition that she will give him her first-born child.

Napoli, Donna Jo. Zel; 1996. (Y-Napoli/ Y-PRD-NAP)
Zel falls in love with a young prince, and her mother tries everything she can, including locking her in a tower, to prevent Zel from leaving her.

Pattou, Edith.  East; 2003. (Y-Pattou)

A young woman journeys to a distant castle on the back of a great white bear who is the victim of a cruel enchantment.
Pearce, Jackson. Sisters Red; 2010. (Y-Pearce)

After a werewolf killed their grandmother and almost them, sisters Scarlett and Rose devote themselves to hunting and killing the beasts that pray on teenaged girls.
Pratchett, Terry. The Amazing Maurice and His Educated Rodents; 2001. (Y-Pratchett Fantasy)

A talking cat, intelligent rats, and a strange boy cooperate in a Pied Piper scam until they try to con the wrong town and are confronted by a deadly evil rat king.   
Schmidt, Gary D. Straw into Gold; 2001. (Y-Schmidt Fantasy)
Two boys on a quest to save lives meet the banished queen whose son was stolen by Rumpelstiltskin eleven years earlier, and she provides much more than what they seek.

Shulman, Polly.  The Grimm Legacy; 2010. (Y-Shulman Fantassy)

Elizabeth gets an after-school job as a page at a unique library, and when she gets access to its Grimm Collection, she and the other pages are drawn into a series of frightening adventures.
Shusterman, Neal. Dread Locks; 2005. (Y-Shusterman)

Accustomed to a carefree existence, Parker Baer meets the girl next door and finds his life taking a menacing turn as he begins to absorb some of her terrible powers.
Shusterman, Neal.  Duckling Ugly; 2006. (Y-Shusterman)

When Cara, a girl ugly enough to break mirrors, is drawn to a place where everyone can be beautiful, her deepest desire is to return home to say goodbye and get revenge.
Shusterman,  Neal.  Red Rider’s Hood; 2005. (Y-Shusterman)

After learning there are werewolves in his city, our here is even more surprised to discover the identities of the hunters who drove them out decades earlier
Tunnell, Michael O.  Wishing Moon; 2004. (Y-Tunnell Fantasy)

After an orphan named Aminah finds a magic lamp, the wishes granted to her by the genie inside it allow her to alter her life by choosing prosperity, purpose, and romance.
Viguie, Debbie.  Midnight Pearls; 2003. (Y-P-VIG-Fantasy)

In the kingdom of Aster, they say the prince married a girl who was not what she seemed and that the kingdom was saved by another who disappeared without  a trace in this retelling of “The Little Mermaid.”

Viguie, Debbie.  Scarlet Moon; 2004. (Y-P-VIG Fantasy)

Weyn, Suzanne.  The Crimson Thread; 2008.  (Y-P-WEY Historical)

In 1880s New York, Bertie works as a seamstress and can create beautiful gowns overnight with the helpf from her tenement, but when he asks for her firstborn in payments, she doubts his seriousness.
Weyn, Suzanne. The Night Dance; 2005. (Y-P-WEY)

A knight falls in love with the youngest of twelve sisters, but they can only marry if he can discover where they secretly go to dance every evening.
Weyn, Suzanne.  Water Song; 2006.  (Y-P-WEY Historical)
Stranded in war-torn Belgium, Emma finds a wounded American soldier carrying vital information for the Allies and protects him from the Germans occupying her family estate in this retelling of “The Frog Prince.”
Yolen, Jane. Briar Rose; 1992. (Y-P-YOL Historical)

In this retelling of “Sleeping Beauty,” Becca investigates her grandmother’s momentos and learns of her harrowing teen years, surviving the World War II and the Holocaust.

Yolen, Jane & Adam Stemple.  Pay the Piper; 2005. (Y-Yolen Fantasy)

When Callie interviews the band Brass Rat for her high school paper.  When all the kids in town begin to disappear, she knows where the search should start.

Yolen, Jane & Adam Stemple.  Troll Bridge; 2006. (Y-Yolen Fantasy)

Harpist prodigy Moira is transported to a strange, mystical wilderness, where she finds herself in the middle of a deadly struggle between a magical fox and a monstrous troll.
