Tree copes with his height and parents recent divorce and his failure as an athlete by helping his grandfather, a Vietnam vet and amputee, and Sophie, a girl at new school.

Brooks, Bruce.  What Hearts; 1992. (Y-P-BRO)

After his mother divorce his father and remarries, Asa’s sharp intellect and capacity for forgiveness help him deal with the instabilities of his new world.
Colfer, Eoin.  Artemis Fowl; 2001. (Y-Colver Fantasy/Y-P-COL)

When a 12-year-old evil genius tries to restore his family fortune by capturing a fairy and demanding a ransom, the fairies fight back with magic, technology, and a nasty troll.
Colfer, Eoin.  Artemis Fowl: The Arctic Incident; 2002. (Y-Colfer Fantasy/Y-LPeD-Colfer Fantasy/Y-P-COL Fantasy)

When Artemis learns his father has been kidnapped by the Russian mob, he races to the arctic for a daring rescue and runs into Holly Short, who is investigating the goblin mob. Sequel to Artemis Fowl.
Colfer, Eoin.  Artemis Fowl: The Eternity Code; 2003. (Y-Colfer Fantasy/Y-LPeD-Colfer Fantasy)

Discovering a way to build a super-computer using stolen fairy technology, Artemis sets out to blackmail a Chicago businessman but runs into a trap that leaves Butler mortally wounded.  Sequel to Artemis Fowl: The Arctic Incident.
Colfer, Eoin.  Artemis Fowl: The Opal Deception; 2005. (Y-Colfer Fantasy/Y-LPeD-Colfer Fantasy)

Criminal mastermind Artemis Fowl has no memory of the fairy people and his dangerous enemy, Opal Koboi escapes from jail and is planning revenge.
Colfer, Eoid.  Artemis Fowl: The Lost Colony; 2006. (Y-Colfer Fantasy/Y-LPeD-Colfer Fantasy)

Once again, Artemis will have to pair up with his old comrade Holly to track down the missing demon and rescue him before the time spell dissolves and the lost demon colony returns to Earth.  Sequel to Artemis Fowl: The Opal Deception.
Farmer, Nancy.  The Ear, the Eye, and the Arm; 1999. (Y-LPeD-Farmer/Y-PRD-FAR)
In 2194 in Zimbabwe, General Matsika’s three children are kidnapped and put to work in a plastic mine, while three mutant detectives use their special powers to search for them.

Hiaasen, Carl.  Flush; 2005. (Y-Hiaasen/Y-LPeD-Hiaasen)

With their father jailed for sinking a river boat, Noah and his younger sister Abbey must gather evidence that the owner is emptyin ghis bilge tanks into protected waters. 
Hiaasen, Carl.  Hoot; 2002. (Y-Hiaasen/Y-LPeD-Hiaasen/Y-PRD-HIA)

Roy, who is new to his small Florida community, becomes involved in another boy’s attempt to save a colony of burrowing owls from a proposed construction site.
Hoobler, Dorothy & Thomas Hoobler. The Ghost in the Tokaido Inn; 2001. (Y-PRD-HOO)

While attempting to solve the mystery of a stolen jewel, Seiki, a merchant’s son who wants to be a samurai, joins a group of kabuki actors in 18th century Japan.
Hoobler, Dorothy & Thomas Hoobler. The Demon in the Teahouse; 2001. (Y-PRD-HOO)

In 18th century Japan, Seikei, a merchant’s son training to be a samurai, helps his patron investigate a series of murders and arson, each connected to a geisha,  in the city of Edo. Sequel to The Ghost in the Tokaido Inn.

Horowitz, Anthony.  Stormbreaker; 2001. (Y-Horowitz/Y-P-HOR)

After the death of the uncle who had been his guardian, 14-year-old Alex Rider is coerced to continue his uncle’s dangerous work for Britain’s intelligence agency, MI-6.
Horowitz, Anthony.  Point Blank; 2002. (Y-Horowitz)

Alex continues his work as a spy for the British MI-6.  This time he is investigating an exclusive school for boys in the French Alps. Sequel to Stormbreaker.
Horowitz, Anthony.  Skeleton Key; 2003. (Y-Horowitz)

Reluctant teen spy Alex Rider, on a routine mission gets caught up in Chinese gangs, illegal nuclear weapons, and the suspect plans of his Russian host, General Sarov. Sequel to Point Blank.
Horowitz, Anthony.  Eagle Strike; 2004. (Y-Horowitz)

After a chance encounter with an assissin, Alex  investigates international pop star and philanthropist Damian Cray whose new videos game venture hides sinister motives.  Sequel to Skeleton Key. 
Horowitz, Anthony.  Scorpia; 2005. (Y-Horowitz/Y-P-HOR)

After being told his father was an assassin, Alex goes to Italy to find out more and becomes involved in a plan to kill thousands of English school children. Sequel to Eagle Strike. 
Horowitz, Anthony.  Ark Angel, 2006. (Y-Horowitz)

After recovering from a near fatal gunshot wound, teen spy Alex Rider embarks on a new mission to stop a group of eco-terrorists from sabotaging the launch of the first space hotel. Sequel to Scorpia.
Jinx, Catherine.  Evil Genius; 2007.  (Y-Jinks)

Child prodigy Cadel Piggot, an antisocial computer hacker, discovers his true identity when he enrolls as a first-year student at an advanced crime academy.
Lubar, David.  Hidden Talents; 1999. (Y-PRD-LUB)

When Martin arrives at an alternative school for misfits and problem students, he falls in with a group with psychic powers and discovers something surprising about himself.

Lubar, David.  True Talents; 2007. (Y-Lubar)

Over a year after Eddie and his friends find out about their psychic abilities, he is kidnapped and Torchie, Cheater, Lucky, Flinch, and Martin must join forces to rescue their friend, discovering their true talents in the process. Sequel to Hidden Talents.
Plum-Ucci, Carol.  The Body of Christopher Creed; 2000. (Y-Plum-Ucci/Y-LPeD-Plum-Ucci)

Torey Adams, a high school junior with a seemingly perfect life, struggles with doubts and questions surrounding the mysterious disappearance of the class outcast.
Sachar, Louis. Holes; 1998. (Y-Sachar/Y-PRD-Holes)

As evidence of his family’s bad luck, Stanley is sent to a hellish correctional camp in the Texas desert, where he finds his first friend, a treasure, and a new sense of himself.
Sachar, Louis.  Small Steps; 2006.  (Y-Sachar/Y-LPeD-Sachar)

Three years after being released from Camp Green Lake, Armpit is trying to keep his life on track, but an old pal shows up with a plan for easy money.  He reluctantly follows. Sequel to Holes.
Salisbury, Graham.  Eyes of the Emperor; 2005. (Y-Salisbury Historical)

Following orders fro the United States Army, several young Japanese American men train K-9 units to hunt Asians during World War II.

Salisbury, Graham.  Lord of the Deep; 2001. (Y-Salisbury)

Working for his stepfather on a fishing boat in Hawaii teaches Mikey about fishing and about taking risks, making sacrifices, and facing some of life’s difficult choices.
Salisbury, Graham. Under the Blood-Red Sun; 1994. (Y-PRD-SAL)

Tomikazu Nakaji’s biggest concerns are baseball, homework, and a local bully until life with his Japanese family changes drastically after the bombing of Pearl Harbor.
Salisbury, Graham.  House of the Red Fish; 2006. (Y-Salisbury Historical)

Over a year after the attack on Pearl Harbor and the arrest of his father and grandfather, Tomi and his friends try to raise his father sunken fishing boat. Sequel to Under the Blood-Red Sun.

Smith, Roland. Peak; 2007. (Y-Smith)

A fourteen-year-old boy attempts to be the youngest person to reach the top of Mount Everest after he gets an opportunity to join his father, a famous mountain climber.
Smith, Roland.  Thunder Cave; 1995. (Y-P-SMI)

Determined, after his mother’s death, to foil his stepfather’s plans for the future, Jacob travels alone to Africa in search of his father, a biologist studying elephants in Kenya.
Spinelli, Jerry.  Maniag Magee; 1990. (Y-LPeD-Spinelli/Y-PRD-SPI)

After his parents die, Jeffrey Lionel Magee’s life becomes legendary as he accomplishes athletic and other feats which awe his contemporaries.

Trueman, Terry.  Stuck in Neutral; 2000.  (Y-Truman/Y-LPeD-Trueman)

Shawn McDaniel, who suffers from sever cerebral palsy and cannot function, relates his perceptions of life, his condition, and family.  He believes his father is trying to kill him.
Trueman, Terry. Cruise Control; 2004.  (Y-Trueman)

A talented basketball player struggles to deal with the helplessness and anger that results from having a brother rendered completely dysfunctional by severe cerebral palsy and a father who deserted the family.  This is a companion to Stuck in Neutral.
Wynne-Jones, Tim. The Boy in the Burning House; 2002. (Y-LPeD-Wynne-Jones)

Trying to solve the mystery of his father’s disappearance, Jim gets help from the disturbed Ruth Rose, who suspects her stepfather, a local pastor.

Yolen, Jane. Dragon’s Blood; 1982. (Y-Yolen Fantasy)

Jakkin, a bond boy who wokrs as a Keeper in a dragon nursery on the planet Austar IV, secretly trains a fighting pit dragon of his own in hopes of winning his freedom.

Yolen, Jane. Heart’s Blood; 1984. (Y-P-YOL Fantasy)

Jakkin, now a free dragon trainer, has his plans abruptly changed when he is asked to infiltrate rebel forces taking hold on the planet.  Sequel to Dragon’s Blood.

Yolen, Jane. A Sending of Dragons; 1987. (Y-P-YOL Fantasy)

Falsely accused of sabotage, Jakkin and Akki are sent out for certain death in the wilderness, but, through heroic sacrifice, manage to not only survive, but gain powers and insights.  Sequel to Heart’s Blood.
