Jeff, a 16-year-old, is returning home after having been kidnapped and held prisoner for three years to face his family, friends, and the assumption that he was sexually abused.

Atwater-Rhodes, Amelia.  Wolfcry; 2006.  (Y-Atwater-Rhodes)

Knowing that she must choose a mate, Oliza, heir to the Wyvern thrown uniting the avians and serpiente, weighs the political ramification while wanting to follow her heart.  Sequel to Falcondance.
Bantle, Lee. David Inside Out; 2009. (Y-Lee)

At a Minneapolis high school, a cross-country runner tries to deny his sexual feelings for a male teammate.
Bauer, Marion Dane (ed.).  Am I Blue?: Coming Out from the Silence, 1994. (Y-Am)

This collection about being gay has stories written by authors such as Bruce Coville, M.E. Kerr, William Sleator, and Jane Yolen.

Beam, Cris.  I am J; 2011. (Y-Beam)

J, who feels like a boy born as a girl, runs away from his best friend who has rejected him and the parents he thinks do not understand him when decides to be who he really is.
Bjorkman, Lauren.  My Unexpected Life; 2009. (Y-Bjorkman)

During rehearsals for Shakespeare’s As You Like It, Roz, jealous of her ssister’s acting skills and heartthrob boyfriend, invents a new identity with unexpected results.

Black, Holly.  Tithe: A Modern Faerie Tale, 2002.  (Y-LPeD-Black Fanstasy)

After returning home from a tour with her mother’s band, Kaye, who has been visited by faeries since childhood, discovers that she is a faerie with a special destiny.

Blacker, Terence.  Boy2girl, 2005. (Y-Blcaker)
After the death of his mother, 13-year-old Sam comes to live with his cousin and as a prank … he dresses up as a girl for school, but it soon gets out of hand.

Burd, Nick.  The Vast Fields of Ordinary; 2009. (Y-Burd)

The summer after graduating, Dade watches his parents’ marriage disintegrate, ends his long-term, secret relationship, comes out of the closet, and savors first love.
Burnham, Nikki.  Royally Jacked; 2004. (Y-P-BUR Romance)

When her mom announces she is gay and moving in with her girlfriend, Valerie reluctantly leaves behind her friends to move with her diplomat dad in Europe, where she falls for a prince of the palace.
Cameron, Peter.  Someday This Pain Will Be Useful to You; 2007. (Y-RI-Cameron)

Eighteen-year-old James, living in New York City with his older sister and divorced mother, struggles to find a direction for his life as he heads to Rhode Island for college.

Carlson, Melody.  Bright Purple: Color Me Confused. (Y-Carlson)

When Ramona learns her best friend is a lesbian, she struggles to decide how to respond, knowing people of her community and church, have trouble discussing homosexuality.
Cart, Michael (ed.).  Love & Sex: Ten Stories of Truth, 2001. (Y-Love)

A collection of stories explores various aspects of love and sexuality, featuring selections by Joan Bauer, Chris Lynch, Laurie Halse Anderson, Garth Nix, and Angela Johnson.

Cart, Michael.  My Father’s Scar, 1996. (Y-Cart)

As he begins his first gay relationship, a college freshman recalls his relationship with his alcoholic abusive father in a community prejudiced against homosexuals.

Cheripko, Jan.  Imitate the Tiger; 1996. Y-PRD-CHE)

A high school football player has to face his collapsing world brought on by his drinking problem.
Cohn, Rachel & David Levithan. Naomi and Ely’s No Kiss List; 2007. (Y-Cohn)

Although they have been friends and neighbors all their lives, straight Naomi and gay Ely find their relationship severely strained during their freshman year at college.
Cook, Trish & Brendan Halpin.  Notes from the Blender; 2011. (Y-Cook)

Two teens try to negotiate the complications of family and peer relationships as they get to know each other after learning their parents are marrying each other.
Covington, Dennis.  Lasso the Moon; 2005. (Y-P-COV)

When April moves to Georgia to live with her father, a recovering alcoholic, she becomes involved with an illegal alien from El Salvador and learns about his life and country.
Crutcher, Chris.  Athletic Shorts, 1991.  (Y-PRD-CRU/Y-LPeD-Crutcher)

These six powerful stories are tales of love and death, bigotry and heroism, of real people doing their best even when the best isn’t very good.

Crutcher, Chris.  Ironman, 1995. (Y-P-CRU)

While training for a triathlon, seventeen-year-old Bo attends an anger management group at school, which leads him to examine his relationship with his father.

De Oliveira, Eddie.  Lucky; PUSH/Scholastic: New York, 2004.  (Y-P-DEL)

A student in England tries to deal with his feelings of attraction to both girls and guys while dealing with a new friendship that may be turning into something more.

Dines, Carol.  Talk to Me: Stories and a Novella, 1997. (Y-P-DIN)

Six poignant stories and a novella include the tale of Pete, a kid who learns that locker-room talk can have some nasty and painful consequences.
Donoghue, Emma.  Kissing the Witch: Old Tales in New Skins, 1997 (Y-PRD-DON)

A collection of thirteen interconnected stories that give old fairy tales a new twist.

Brimming with sarcasm, fifteen-year-old Jeff describes his stay in a psychiatric ward after attempting suicide.

Fox, Paula.  The Eagle Kite; 1995. (Y-P-FOX)
Liam’s father has AIDS, and his family cannot talk about it until Liam reveals a secret that he saw his father embracing another man at the beach.
Freymann-Weyr, Garret.  My Heartbeat; 2002. (Y-Weyr/Y-P-WEY)
As she tries to understand the closeness between her older brother and his best friend, fourteen-year-old Ellen finds her relationship with each of them changing.
Frost, Helen.  Keesha’s House; (Y-Frost)

Seven teens facing problems such as pregnancy, closeted homosexuality, and abuse describe what caused them to leave home and where they found it again.

Gallo, Donald R.  On the Fringe, 2001. (Y-On/Y-PRD-ON)

From a star football player standing up for a tormented student to a ruthless bully who tests the faith of a religious girl, these stories embody the “outsider” experience.

Garden, Nancy.  Annie on My Mind, 1982.  (Y-GAR)

Liza puts aside her feelings for Annie after the disaster at school, but eventually she allows love to triumph over the ignorance of people.

Garden, Nancy.  Holly’s Secret, 2000.  (Y-Garden)

When she starts middle school, eleven-year-old Holly decides to become sophisticated and feminine, change her name to Yvette, and hit the fact that her two moms are lesbians.

Garden, Nancy.  The Year They Burned the Books, 1999.  (Y-Garden)

While trying to come to terms with her own lesbian feelings, Jamie, a high-school senior, finds herself in the middle of a battle over the new health education curriculum.

Going, K.L.  King of the Screups; 2009. (Y-Going)

After getting in trouble  again, popular Liam, who never seems to live up to his wealthy father’s expectations, is sent to live in a trailer park with his gay “glam-rocker” uncle.
Goldman, Steven.  Two Parties, One Tux, and a Very Short Film About the Grapes of Wrath; 2008. (Y-Goldman)

Mitch, a shy and awkward junior, negotiates the difficult social situations he encounters, both with girls and with his best friend David, after David reveals to him that he is gay.
Goobie, Beth.  Hello, Groin; 2006. (Y-Goobie)

Sixteen-year-old Dylan tries to understand her feelings for her girlfriend Joq at the same time she is dating her boyfriend Cam.

Goode, Laura.  Sister Mischief; 2011. (Y-Goode)
Esme, also known as MC Ferocious, rocks her school with more than the hip-hop music she makes with best friends when she develops feelings for her co-MC, Rowie.
Green, John & David Levithan. Will Grayson, Will Grayson; 2010. (Y-Green)

When two teens, one gay and one straight, meet accidentally and learn they share the same name, their lives entwine as one begins dating the other’s best friend.
Hall, John.  Is He or Isn’t He; 2006. Y-Hall)

Best friends Paige and Anthony both have designs on the cute new guy, Max, but since they can’t figure out if he is straight or gay, they will both have to woo him.

Hartinger, Brent.  Geography Club, 2003 (Y-Hartinger/Y-PRD-HAR)

Russel is convinced he’s the only gay kid at school until his on-line chat buddy turns out to be the closeted star of the baseball team.  How will they hang out? Geography Club!

Four students who do not fit in at their middle school decide to create a third party for the student council elections to represent all students who have ever been called names.

Huser, Glen.  Stitches; 2003. (Y-PRD-HUS)
Travis copes with the teasing that comes from having an unusual family situation, but things change when he and his friends are building a puppet production at school.
Hyde, Catherine Ryan. Jumpstart the World; 2010. (Y-Hyde)

Sixteen-year-old Ellie falls in love with Frank, the neighbor who helps her adjust to being on her own in a big city, but learning he is transgendered turns her world upside down.
Johnson, Maureen.  The Bermudez Triangle, 2004. (Y-Johnson)

The friendship of three high school girls and their relationships with their friends and families are tested when two of them fall in love with each other.

Kerr, M.E.  Deliver Us from Evie, 1994.  (Y-Kerr)

Parr Burrman and his family face some difficult times when word spreads that his older sister is a lesbian, and she leaves to live with the daughter of the town’s banker.

Kerr, M.E.  “Hello,” I Lied, 1997. (Y-Kerr/Y-P-KER)

Summering on the estate of a famous rock star, Lang tries to decide how to tell his friends he is gay while struggling with an unexpected infatuation with a girl from France.

Jamie is dismayed by his attraction to boys, and when a beautiful girl shows an interest in him, he is all the more intrigued by her father's work developing a drug called Rehomoline.
LaRochelle, David.  Absolutely, Positively Not, 2005.  (Y-LaRochelle)

The humorous tale of a teenage boy’s attempts to fit in at his Minnesota high school by becoming a macho, girl-loving, Playboy pin-up-displaying heterosexual.

Jill is a normal senior whose focus is on getting a certain boy to ask her to prom, but four days a month she turns into surly Jack, who wants his own life and his own girlfriend.

Fourteen-year-old Nick has two mothers, whose relationship complicates his entire life as they face prejudice, work problems, alcoholism, cancer, and finally separation.

Sanchez, Alex.  Rainbow High, 2003. (Y-Sanchez)

In this sequel to Rainbow Boys, three gay friends, nearing the end of their high school days, struggle with issues of safe sex, coming out, homophobia, being in love, and college choices.
Sanchez, Alex.  Rainbow Road, 2005.  (Y-Sanchez)

While driving cross-country after graduation, three gay teens encounter various bisexual and homosexual people and make some decisions about their own relationships and lives. This is the third book in the Rainbow Boys series.
Sanchez, Alex.  So Hard to Say, 2004.  (Y-Sanchez)

Xio and Frederick, who has just moved to town, quickly become friends, but when she starts thinking of him as her boyfriend, he must confront the fear that he might be gay.

Sanchez, Alex.  Bait; 2009. (Y-Sanchez)

Diego keeps getting into trouble because of his temper until he finally finds a probation officer who helps him get to the root of his anger so he can stop running from his past.

Sanchez, Alex.  Boyfriends with Girlfriends; 20101. (Y-Sanchez)

When Lance begins to date Sergio, a bisexual, he’is not sure it will work out. When his  friend Allie meets Sergio’s lesbian friend, she has unexpected feelings to understand.
Sloan, Brian.  A Really Nice Prom Mess, 2005.  (Y-Sloan)

Cameron prom turns disastrous when he is forced to take a girl as his date.  He flees the dance only to find himself in series of surprising experience, and unexpected revelations.

Shyer, Marlene Fanta.  The Rainbow Kite, 2002.  (Y-Shyer)

Twelve-year-old Matthew describes the prejudices and struggles that his entire family faces when people learn that his older brother Bennett is gay.

Taylor, William.  Jerome; 1999. (Y-P-TAY)
As they try to cope with the suicide of a close friend, two teens discover new aspects of themselves, their friendship, and their relationships with other people.

Trueman, Terry. 7 Days at the Hot Corner, 2001. (Y-Trueman)

Varsity baseball player Scott Latimer struggles with his own prejudices and those of others when his best friend reveals that he is gay.

Walker, Kate.  Peter, 1993.  (Y-Walker)

A 15-year-old Australian kid, who enjoys riding his dirt bike, becomes confused about his sexuality when he finds he is attracted to his older brother’s gay friend.

Wallens, Scott.  Exposed, 2002. (Y-P-WAL)

 Jeremy, a running back on the football team and boyfriend of one of the most beautiful girls in school is thrown into turmoil when he finds himself attracted to Josh.
