During the summer before ninth grade, Gilda invites herself to the mansion of a distant cousin, where she uses her abilities and detective skills to solve the mystery of the mansion’s boarded up tower.
Allison, Jennifer.  Gilda Joyce: The Ladies of the Lake; 2006. (Y-Allison Mystery)
Having earned a scholarship to a private girls’ high school, Gilda investigates the drowning death of a student whose ghost supposedly haunts the campus.

Allison, Jennifer.  Gilda Joyce: The Ghost Sonata; 2007. (Y-Allison Mystery)

When Gilda travels to a piano competition in England as a pageturner for her friend, she investigates why Wendy is being haunted and who is frightening the performers. Sequel to Gilda Joyce: The Ladies of the Lake.

Armstrong, Kelley. The Summoning; 2008. (Y-Armstrong)

After Chloe starts seeing ghosts and is sent to Lyle House, a home for mentally disturbed teens, she discovers it and its inhabitants are not what they seem.
Armstrong, Kelley. The Awakenging; 2009.  (Y-Armstrong)

Chloe, having escaped from Lyle house with Derek, Simon, and Rae, finds herself imprisoned in a lab run by a sinister organization determined to control her and her friends. Sequel to The Summoning.
Atwater-Rhodes, Amelia. Token of Darkness; 2010. (Y-Atwater-Rhodes)

After Cooper wakes from a serious car accident to find himself in the company of an attractive, tormented ghost, he keeps his visions to himself until he discovers two of his peers also hide supernatural abilities.
Avi.  Something Upstairs: A Tale of Ghosts, 1988 (Y-RI-Avi)

When he moves to Providence, Kenny discovers that his new house is hunted by the spirit of a black slave boy who asks Kenny to return with him to the early 19th Century.

Cabot, Meg as Jenny Carroll.  Shadowland; 2000. (Y-P-CAR)

Suze Simon can mediate between the living and the dead, and she hopes her move to California will be a fresh start, but a ghost named Jesse haunter her bedroom.

Cabot, Meg as Jenny Carroll.  Ninth Key; 2001. (Y-P-CAR)

Suze Simon is a mediator who is love with a ghost from the nineteenth century, but she is also troubled by the ghost of a murdered woman. Sequel to Shadowland.

Cabot, Meg as Jenny Carroll.  Reunion; 2001. (Y-P-CR)

Suze is a mediator who helps wayward spirits back to where they belong, but she is in way over her head when she takes on the ghosts of students who died in a car accident. Sequel to Ninth Key.
Cabot, Meg as Jenny Carroll.  Darkest Hour; 2001. (Y-P-CAR)

Sixteen-year-old Suze Simon is in love with Jesse, a ghost from the nineteenth century, and the ghost of Jesse’s fiancée is not happy. Sequel to Reunion.
Cabot, Meg.  Haunted: A Tale of the Mediator; 2003.

Sixteen-year-old Susannah Simon is a mediator, one who communicates with the dead, and she also happens to be in love with Jesse, a nineteenth-century ghost. Sequel to Darkest Hour.

Cabot, Meg.  Twilight; 2005. (Y-Cabot)

Suze Simon is a typical high school student except for the fact that she is a mediator between the living and the dead, and she fell in love with a ghost from the 19th century. Sequel to Haunted: A Tale of the Mediator.
Cann, Kate. Possessed; 2010. (Y-Cann)

Rayne escapes London, her mother, and her boyfriend for a job in the country at Morton’s Keep, where she’s drawn to a mysterious clique and its leader.
Cann, Kate.  Consumed; 2009. (Y-Cann)

A new manager brings changes to Morgan’s Keep, drawing on the Gothic atmosphere and history, but Rayne seems to think there is a real evil presence still there.
Clement-Moore, Rosemary.  Texas Gothic; 2011. (Y-Clement-Moore)

Amy has long been the one who makes her family of witches normal to others, but while spending the summer with her sister at their aunt’s farm, she becomes the center of weirdness.
De Lint, Charles.  The Blue Girl; 2004.

New at her school, Imogene enlists the help of her introverted friend Maxine and the ghost of a boy who haunts the school after receiving warnings through her dreams.
Gallego Garcia, Laura.  The Valley of the Wolves; 2006. (Y-Gallego Fantasy)

Chosen to study at an academy of high sorcery known as the Tower, Dana finds herself growing increasingly curious about the history of the Tower and the true nature of her invisible best friend Kai.

Gibson, Marley.  Ghost Huntress: The Awakening; 2009. (Y-Gibson)

Kendall, who finds herself with psychic powers, finds herself communicating with ghosts and forming a team to research and battle a belligerent spirit trying to harm her father.

Gibson, Marley.  Ghost Huntress: The Guidance; 2009. (Y-Gibson)

Kendall and her team is the talk of the town, but one person isn't so pleased. Courtney doesn't appreciate Kendall's new popularity or her relationship with Jason, Courtney's ex. So Courtney begins dabbling in the paranormal world. Sequel to The Awakening.

When Kendall arrives at the mayor's house to investigate a haunting, she recognizes the scene of her precognitive dream which foretold her death. Sequel to The Guidance.
Gibson, Marley. Ghost Huntress: The Counseling; 2010. (Y-Gibson)

On spring break in California, Kendall attends a camp where young people with gifts like hers hone their skills, but she finds more restless spirits there, as well as the boy from her last vision. Sequel to The Reason.
Gibson, Marley.  Ghost Huntress: The Discovery; 2011. (Y-Gibson)

While awaiting DNA results identifying her father, Kendall and her friends use their abilities against an evil doll said to have been made by voodoo priests.  Sequel to The Counseling.
Hahn, Mary Downing. Look for Me by Moonlight; 1995. (Y-Hahn/Y-P-HAH)

While staying at the remote inn run by her father and step-mother, Cynda feels isolated from her family and finds solace in the attentions of a charming but mysterious guest.

Hegamin, Tonya C. & Marilyn Nelson. Pemba’s Song: A Ghost Story; 2008. (Y-Hegamin)

As Pemba adjusts to leaving Brooklyn for a small town, a black history specialist helps her research the ghostly images pulling her into the life of a slave who lived in her new house.
Hurley, Tonya. Ghostgirl; 2008. (Y-Hurley)

After dying, Charlotte is as invisible to nearly everyone as she always felt, but despite what she learns in dead school, she clings to life and tries to win the boy of her dreams.

Hurley, Tonya. Ghostgirl: Hoecoming; 2009. (Y-Hurley)

When Petula becomes deathly ill, her sister seeks help from Charlotte, for whom the afterlife has left her as insecure and isolated as when she was in life. Sequel to Ghostgirl.
Jinks, Catherine. Eglantine; 2007. (Y-P-JIN)

Allie’s new home gets a little scary when ghostly writing starts appearing on the wall of Bethan’s room.  Allie takes it into her own hands to investigate the paranormal trouble.
Jinks, Catherine. Eustace; 2007. (Y-P-JIN)

Allie’s back on the case when she goes on a field trip to Hill End and finds herself investigating a series of paranormal activity, particularly when two classmates disappear. Sequel to Eglantine.

Jinks, Catherine.  Eloise; 2007. (Y-P-JIN)
Allie reluctantly joins the Exorcists’ Club, a group that plays with séances, but she starts to regret it as she helps her friend’s aunt contact a dead relative.  Sequel to Eustace.
Jinks, Catherine.  Elysium; 2007. (Y-P-JIN)

Allie goes on a haunted tour of the Jenolan Caves, but things turn out to be more interesting as she finds there is more trouble for the trip than just the ghostly inn and family squabbles. Sequel to Eloise.
Mahy, Margaret.  The Changeover; 1984. (Y-Mahy)

When her baby brother seems to become possessed by an evil spirit, Laura seeks the help of the compelling older boy at school who she is convinced has supernatural powers.

Marsh, Katherine.  The Night Tourist; 2007. (Y-Marsh)

After Jack has a near fatal accident, he meets Euri, a young ghost who introduces him to New York’s Underworld, where the dead reside until they are ready to move on.

McNish, Cliff.  Breathe: A Ghost Story; 2006.  (Y-McNish)

When he and his mother move into an old farmhouse, Jack discovers that he can communicate with the ghosts inhabiting the house and a malevolent spirit.
Morris, Paula.  Ruined; 2009. (Y-Morris)
Rebecca is staying with her aunt in 19th century New Orleans, a city of voodoo, ghosts, and hurricanes.  While walking she is befriends by Lisette, a ghost who helps Rebecca uncover the truth about her life.
Morton-Shaw, Christine. TheHunt for the Seventh; 2008. (Y-Morton-Shaw)

When his father starts a new job at Minerva Hall as a gardener, twelve-year-old Jim discovers an ancient curse that needs to be unraveled before disaster happens.
Naylor, Phyllis Reynolds.  Jade Green; 2000. (Y-P-NAY)

While living with her uncle in a house haunted by the ghost of a young woman, recently orphaned Judith wonders if her one small transgression causes mysterious happenings.
Noel, Alyson. Radiance; 2010.

After arriving in the afterlife, where the time is always Now, Riley's existence continues in much the same way as when she was alive until she is given the job of bringing resistant spirits to the Here.
Price, Charlie.  Dead Connection; 2006. (Y-Price)

A loner who communes with the dead in the town cemetery hears the voice of a murdered cheerleader and tries to convince the adults he knows what happened to her.
Ruby, Laura.  Lily’s Ghosts; 2003.  (Y-Ruby)

Strange goings-on at her great-uncle’s summer hom draw Lily and a new friend into a mystery involving lost treasure, a fake medium, and ghosts of all shapes, and sizes.
Sedgwick, Marcus.  The Foreshadowing; 2006. (Y-Sedgwick Historical) 

Alexandra, who can foresee when someone is going to die, poses as a nurse to go to France during World War I to find her brother and save him from the fate she has seen.

Singleton, Linda Joy.  Last Dance; 2005. (Y-P-SIN)

While trying to help her sick grandmother, Sabine and her Goth friend Thorn travel to a small California town where they become involved in a ghostly fifty-year-old mystery. Sequel to Don’t Die Dragonfly.
Singleton, Linda Joy.  Sword Play; 2006. (Y-P-SIN)

As if being forced to return home and worrying about her grandmother was not enough, a visit from Kip’s ghost has Sabine looking into his death and learning secrets. Sequel Witch Ball.
Singleton, Linda Joy.  Dead Girl Walking; 2008. (Y-Singleton)

When Amber is hit by a truck, she meets her deceased grandmother in a dreamlike place, then takes a wrong turn and awakens in the body of a  classmate with serious problems.
Singleton, Linda Joy.  Dead Girl Dancing; 2008. (Y-Singleton)

Amber’s second assignment takes her into the body of her boyfriends sister Shari, who has shut herself off from family and friends and gotten involved with a “Dark Lifer.” Sequel to Dead Girl Walking.

Singleton, Linda Joy.  Dead Girl in Love; 2009. (Y-Singleton)

Amber’s third assignment takes her into the body of her best friend, who is involved in some secret project involving cemeteries, and while investigating, Amber encounters a Dark Lifer, who wants to make a deal with her. Sequel Dead Girl Dancing.
Sinykin, Sheri.  Giving Up the Ghost; 2007. (Y-Sinykin)

Davia encounters a ghost of a long-dead young relative and comes to term with her fears about her mother’s cancer while helping to provide hospice care for a great-aunt.

Smith-Ready, Jeri.  Shade; 2010. (Y-SmithReady)

Aura works at her aunt’s law firm helping ghosts with wrongful death cases file suits in hops of moving on, but it becomes personal when her boyfriend dies and haunts her.
Smith-Ready, Jeri. Shift, 2011. (Y-Smith-Ready)

Logan returns as a ghost, complicating Audra’s budding relationship with Zach, especially when they discover that Logan might be able to become solid again.  Sequel to Shade.
Soto, Gary.  The Afterlife; 2003. (Y-Soto)

A senior at East Fresno High School lives on as a ghost after his brutal murder in the restroom of a club where he had gone to dance.
Spollen, Anne. Light Beneath Ferns; 2010. (Y-P-SPO)

Upon moving to her mother’s home after her father leaves, Elizah just wants to be left alone until she meets Nathaniel in the cemetery where her mother is the caretaker, and feels instantly drawn to him.
Tiffany, Grace.  Ariel; 2005. (Y-Tiffany Fantasy)

A magical retelling of William Shakespeare’s The Tempest from the point of view of Ariel, the mischievous air spirit.
Tolan, Stephanie S. Who’s There?; 1994. (Y-P-TOL)

When Drew and her mute younger brother come to live with their father’s estranged relatives after their parents’ sudden death, they discover the house is haunted by ghosts and a deadly secret.
Wilson, Jacqueline.  Viky Angel; 2001. (Y-Wilson/Y-PRD-WIL)
After her lifelong best friend Vicky dies, Jade struggles with grief, guilt, and the domineering personality of Vicky’s ghost.
