Two years after being airlifted out of Vietnam, Matt Pin is haunted by the secret he left behind, and a loving adoptive home in the US, where he is forced to confront his past.
Cottonwood, Joe.  Danny Ain’t; 1992. (Y-Cottonwood)

With the help of some unusual characters in a small California town, Danny struggles to live on his own while his father, a Vietnam veteran, is in the VA hospital.
Crist-Evans, Craig.  Amaryllis; 2003. (Y-Crist-Evans/Y-PRD-CRI)

Jimmy and his older brother Frank share a love of surfing and their problems with a drunken father, until Frank turns eighteen an goes to Vietnam.
Easton, Kelly.  The Life History of a Star, 2001.  (Y-P-EAS/Y-LPeD-Easton)

Kristin records her thoughts about the changes brought on by adolescence and the strain her family experiences after what happened to her brother while he served in Vietnam.

Garland, Sherry.  Song of the Buffalo Boy; 1992. (Y-Garland)

Shunned and mistreated because of her mixed heritage and determined to avoid an arranged marriage, Loi runs away to Ho Chi Min City with the how that she and the boy she loves will be able to go to America to find her father.
Hahn, Mary Downing.  December Stillness; 1988. (Y-P-HAH)

Thirteen-year-old Kelly tries to befriend Mr. Weems, a disturbed, homeless man who takes refuge in the library, though the man makes it clear he wants to be left alone.
Hobbs, Valerie.  Sonny’s War; 2002. (Y-Hobbs)

In the late 1960s, fourteen-year-old Cori’s life is greatly changed by the sudden death of her father and her brother’s tour of duty in Vietnam.

Myers, Walter Dean.  Fallen Angels; 1988. (Y-PRD-MYE)

Seventeen-year-old Richie Perry, just out of his Harlem high school, enlists in the Army in the summer of 1967 and spends a devastating year on active duty in Vietnam.

Robin Perry, from Harlem, is sent to Iraq in 2003 as a member of the Civilian Affairs Battalion, and his time there profoundly changes him.
Nelson, Theresa.  And One for All; 1989. (Y-P-NEL)

Geraldine’s close relationship with her older brother Wing and his friend Sam changes when wing joins the Marine and Sam leaves for Washington to join a peace march.
Paulsen, Gary.  The Car; 1994. (Y-PRD-PAU)

A teen left on his own travels west in a kit car he built himself, and along the way, he picks up two Vietnam veterans, who take him on an eye-opening journey.
Qualey, Marsha.  Hometown; 1995. (Y-P-QUA)

Just before the 1991 Gulf War begins, sixteen-year-old Border Baker moves to a small town with his father, a Vietnam War draft resister.
Saenz, Benjamin Alire.  Sammy & Juliana in Hollywood; 2004. (Y-Saenz)

As a Chicano  and a member of the graduating class of 1969, Sammy faces the challenges of racism, unpopular dress codes, Vietnam, barrio violence, and poverty.
