Breslin, Theresa.  Remembrance; 2002. (Y-Breslin)
The destinies of two Scottish families, one of shopkeepers and one of wealth and power, become entwined through their involvement with World War I, social causes, and love.

Cary, Kate.  Bloodline; 2005. (Y-Cate)

In this story told through journal entries, a British soldier in World War I makes the horrifying discovery that his regiment commander is descended from Count Dracula.

Cary, Kate.  Reckoning; 2007. (Y-Cate)

Quincey Harker, the heir to Dracula's bloodline, returns to England in 1918 to pursue Nurse Mary Seward, whose fiance was  transformed into a monstrous vampire.
Larson, Kirby.  Hattie Big Sky; 2006. (Y-Larson Historical/Y-LPeD-Larson Historical)

After inheriting her uncle’s homestead claim in Montana, Hattie travels from Iowa to make a home for herself and encounters unexpected problems related to World War I.
Lawrence, Iain.  Lord of the Nutcracker Men; 2001. (Y-Lawrence)

An English boy during World War I comes to believe that the battles he enacts with his toy soldiers control the war his father is fighting on the front.
Levine, Beth Seidel.  When Christmas Comes Again: The World War I Diary of Simone Spencer; 2002.  (Y-Dear Historic)

Simon’s diaries reveal her experiences as a carefree member of New York society, then as a “Hello girl,” a volunteer switchboard operator for the Amy Signal Corps in France.
Meyer, Carolyn.  Anastasia: The Last Grand Duchess; 2000. (Y-Royal Historical)

The youngest daughter of Czar Nicholas II describes the privileged lifer her family led up until the time of World War I and the tragic events that befell them.
Murporgo, Michael.  Private Peaceful; 2004. (Y-Murporgo)

When Thomas’ older brother is forced to join the British army, Thomas decides to sign up as well to prove himself to his country, family, himself, and his childhood love Molly.
Myers, Anna.  Fire in the Fires; 1996.  (Y-Myers)

After her mother’s death, Hallie faces changes in her life in the hills of Oklahoma in 1918, as she takes over caring for her family and begins thinking about life as a woman.
Newbery, Linda.  The Shell House, 2002.  (Y-Newbery) Greg’s interest in photography draws him to a ruined mansion whose history becomes more relevant as he discovers the events that led to its destruction during World War I.
Remargue, Erich Maria.  All Quiet on the Western Front; 1929. (Y-LPeD-Remarque/Y-PRD-REM)

Five German students are drafted into World War I.
Sedgwick, Marcus.  The Foreshadowing; 2006. (Y-Sedgwick Historical) 

Alexandra, who can foresee when someone is going to die, poses as a nurse to go to France during World War I to find her brother and save him from the fate she has seen.

Trumbo, Dalton.  Johnny Got His Gun; 1959.  (Y-P-TRU)

The powerful story of a young boy and his tragic fate in World War I makes a terrifying statement on the horrors of war and a compelling plea for peace.
