Adlington, L.J. The Diary of Pelly D; 2005. (Y-Adltington SciFi)

When Toni V, a construction worker on a futuristic colony, finds the diary of a teen girl whose life was turned upside down by Holocaust-like events, he questions his own beliefs.

Bat-Ami, Miriam. Two Suns in the Sky; 1999. (Y-Bat-Ami)

In 1944, Christine meets and falls in love with Adam, a Yugoslavian Jew living in a refugee camp, despite their parents’ conviction that they do not belong together.
Bennett, Cherie & Jeff Gottesfeld.  Anne Frank and Me; 2001. (Y-Bennett)

After suffering a concussion while on a class trip to a Holocaust exhibit, Nicole finds herself living the life of a Jewish teenager in Paris during the Nazi occupation.
Boyne, John.  The Boy in the Striped Pajamas; 2006. (Y-Boyne Historical/Y-LPeD-Boyne Historical)

Bored and lonely after his family moves to a place called “Out-With” in 1942, the son of a Nazi officer befriends a boy in striped pajamas who lives behind a wire fence.
Chotjewitz, David.  Daniel Half Human and the Good Nazi; 2004. (Y-Chotjewitz)

In 1933, friends Daniel and Armin admire Hitler, but as anti-Semitism buoys Hitler to power, Daniel learns he is half-Jewish, threatening their friendship as life becomes nightmarish.
Cormier, Robert.  Tunes for Bears to Dance to; 1992. (Y-Cormier)

Henry escapes his family’s problems by watching the woodcarving of a Holocaust survivor but when Henry is tricked into betraying his friend he comes to know true evil.
Dogar, Sharon.  Annexed; 2010. (Y-Dogar Historical)

A retelling of A Diary of a Young Girl by Anne Frank told from the perspective of the boy who loved her.
Hesse, Karen.  Letters from Rifka; 1992. (Y-PRD-HES)

In letters to her cousin, a Jewish girl chronicles her family’s flight from Russin in 1919 and her own experiences when she must be left in Belgium when the rest head to the US.
Hoffman, Alice.  Incantation; 2006. (Y-Hoffman)

During the Spanish Inquisition, Estrella, brought up a Catholic, discovers her true Jewish identity.  When their secret is betrayed by her best friend, tragedy strikes.

Isaacs, Anne.  Torn Thread; 2000. (Y-Isaacs)

In an attempt to save his daughter’s life, Eva’s father sends her from Poland to a labor camp in Czechoslovakia where she and her sister survive the war.
Konigsburg, E.L. The Mysterious Edge of the Heroic World, 2007. (Y-Konigsburg)

Amedo moves into a new town with a dream.  He wants to discover something and he wants a friend to share his search.

Jansen, Hanna.  Over a Thousand Hills I Walk with You; 2006. (Y-Jansen)

Jeanne flees for her life as her homeland, Rwanda, falls into civil war between the Tutsis and Hutu tribes, leading to a Tutsi genocide.
Levitin, Sonia.  Silver Days; 1989.  (Y-P-LEV)

Escaping from Hitler’s Germany, a prosperous Jewish family lives in a New York City tenement until Papa decides to move the family to California.
Lewin, Waldtraut.  Freedom Beyond the Sea; 2001. (Y-P-LEW)

To escape the Inquisition, Esther Marchadi, the daughter of a rabbi, disguises herself as a boy and join s the grew of Christopher Columbus’ Santa Maria.
Napoli, Donna Jo.  Daughter of Venice; 2002. (Y-Napoli)

Frustrated with the restrictions her gender imposes on her, Donata, disguised as a boy, sneaks out of her family’s home to roam the streets of Venice and finds trouble.
Matas, Carol.  After the War; 1996. (Y-P-MAT)

After being released from Buchenwald at the end of World War II, fifteen-year-old Ruth risks her life to lead a group of children across Europe to Palestine.
Matas, Carol.  Greater Than Angels; 1998.  (Y-P-MAT)

Anna, a teen German refugee, relates how she and other Jewish children were cared for by the citizens of Le Chambon-sur-Lignon, France, during the German occupation.
Matas, Carol.  Lisa’s War; 1987. (Y-P-MAT)

During the Nazi occupation of Denmark, Lisa and other teen Jews become involved in an underground resistance movement and eventually must flee for their lives.
Nolan, Han.  If I Should Die Before I Wake; 1994. (Y-Nolan/Y-P-NOL)

As Hilary, a Neo-Nazi initiate, lies in a coma, she is transported back to Poland at the onset of World War II into the life of a Jewish teenager.
Orlov, Uri.  The Man from the Other Side; 1991. (Y-P-ORL)

Living on the outskirts of the Warsaw Ghetto during World War II, fourteen-year-old Marek and his grandparents shelter a Jewish man in the days before the Jewish uprising.
Pausewang, Gundren (trans. by Patricia Crampton).  The Final Journey; 1996. (Y-Pausewang)

Eleven-year-old Alice and her grandfather have been herded into a crowded cattle-train where the harsh realities of Hitler’s Germany and his treatment of the Jews await them.
Richter, Hans Peter.  Friedrich; 1970.  (Y-PRD-RIC)

A young German boy recounts the fate of his best friend, a Jew, during the Nazi regime.
Paterson, Katherine.  The Day of the Pelican; 2009. (Y-Patterson Historical)

In 1998 when the Kosovan hostilities escalate, Meli’s life as an ethnic Albanian changes forever after her brother escapes his Serbian captors and the entire family flees from one refugee camp to another until they can immigrate to America.

Pressler, Mirjam.  Shylock’s Daughter; 2001.  (Y-Pressler)

Jessica, who longs to be free of her father’s restrictions and life in the Jewish ghetto of Venice, falls in love with a Christian aristocrat and must make major life choices.
Roy, Karen.  To Cross a Line; 1994. (Y-P-RAY)

In 1938, after a minor traffic accident, Egon Katz joins an increasing number of German Jews desperately trying to find a way out of the country.
Roy, Jennifer.  Yellow Star; 2006. (Y-Roy)

From 1939, when Syvia if 4 ½ years old, to 1945 a Jewish girl and her family struggle to survive in Poland’s Lodz ghetto during the Nazi occupation.
Spinelli, Jerry.  Milkweed; 2003. (Y-Spinelli Historical/Y-LPeD-Spinelli Historical)

A Jewish orphan who must use all his wits and courage to survive unimaginable events in circumstance of life in the Warsaw ghettos during the Nazi occupation.
Voigt, Cynthia. David and Jonathan; 1992. (Y-Voigt)

The relationship between two friends, Henry and Jonatahan, changes when Jonathan’s cousin David, a victim of the Holocaust, comes to live with David’s family.
Yolen, Jane.  The Devil’s Arithmetic; 1988. (Y-PRD-YOL)

Hannah resents the traditions of her Jewish heritage until time travel places her in the middle of a small Jewish village in Nazi-occupied Poland.
Yolen, Jane. Briar Rose; 1992. (Y-P-YOL Historical)

In this retelling of “Sleeping Beauty,” Becca investigates her grandmother’s momentos and learns of her harrowing teen years, surviving the World War II and the Holocaust.

Zusak, Markus.  The Book Thief; 2006. (Y-Zusak/Y-LPeD-Zusak)

Trying to make sense of the horrors of World War II, Death relates the story of a young German girl whose book-stealing and storytelling sustain her and her family.
