Seven unforgettable teens living on the streets of Los Angeles, who form their own dysfunctional family, complete with love, belonging, abuse, and betrayal. 
Fitch, Janet.  Kicks; 1995. (Y-P-FIT)

A 15-year-old girl draws back form the false glamour of Los Angeles Street life when an oft envied childhood friend becomes sexually promiscuous and overdoses on drugs.
Funke, Cornelia Caroline. The Thief Lord; Scholastic: ?, 2002. (Y-Funke)
Orphaned brothers Prosper and Bo, having run away from their cruel aunt and uncle, decide to hide out in Venice, where they fall in the Thief Lord, a boy who leads a crime ring of street children.
Grant, Cynthia D. The White Horse; 1998. (Y-P-GRA)

In her writing for a concerned teacher, 16-year-old Raina reveals her troubles with a dysfunctional family, life on the streets, drug abuse, and finally an unplanned pregnancy.

Herrick, Steven.  The Simple Gift; 2001. (Y-P-HER)

Billy leaves behind his drunken, abusive father, takes refuge in an abandoned freight train, falls in love with Caitlyn, and learns the true meaning of friendship and family.
Koja, Kathe.  The Blue Mirror; 2004. (Y-Koja)

Loner Maggiy Klass, who often seeks refuge from her alcoholic mother’s apartment by sitting and drawing in an area café, becomes involved in a destructive relationship.

Myers, Walter Dan. Darnell Rock Reporting; 1994. (Y-P-MYE)

Darnell’s sister and the other members of the Corner Crew doubt his work on the school paper, but the article he writes about a homeless man changes his attitudes about school.
Nelson, Theresa.  The Beggar’s Ride; 1992. (Y-P-NEL)

Clare flees an unhappy home life and tries to survive on the streets of Atlantic City with a small group of homeless kids, each with their own secret reasons for distrusting society.
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Twelve-year-old Ben Derby spends his spring break volunteering at a Santa Barbara day care center for homeless children.
Ranulfo.  Nirvana’s Children; 2003. (Y-Ranulfo)

Fifteen-year-old Napoleon Taal runs away from an abusive home but finds life on the streets far more dangerous and disturbing than he had expected.
Rhuday-Perkovich, Olugbemisola. 8th Grade Super Zero; 2010. (Y-Rhuday-Pekovich)

After half-heartedly joining his church youth group’s project at a homeless shelter near school, Reggie decides to run for school office on a platform of making a real difference.
Strasser, Todd. Can’t Get There from Here; 2004. (Y-Strasser)

Tired of being hungry, cold, and dirty on the streets with other homeless teens, who are dying one by one, Maybe ponders her future and longs for someone to care about her.

Van Draanen, Wendelin.  Runawy; 2006. (Y-VanDraanen)

After running away from her fifth foster home, twelve-year-old Holly, travels across the country, keeping a journal of her experiences and struggle to survive.
Walters, Eric.  Sketches; 2008. (Y-Walters)

After running away from home, 15-year-old Dana finds friends on the Toronto streets, and, eventually, a way to come to terms with what has happened to her.
Wittlinger, Ellen.  Gracie’s Girl;

Bess volunteers to work on the school musical in hopes of fitting in, but she and a friend get to a know a homeless women, changing her mind about what is important.

Wright, Richard.  Rite of Passage; 1994. (Y-P-WRI)

When Johnny is told that he is a foster child, he runs off into the streets of Harlem and meets up with a gang that wants him to participate in a mugging.
