Anderson, M.T. Thirsty. (Y-Anderson)

From the moment he knows that he is destined to be a vampire, Christ thirsts for the blood of people around him while also struggling to remain human.
Avi.  Something Upstairs: A Tale of Ghosts., 1988 (Y-RI-Avi)

When he moves to Providence, Kenny discovers that his new house is hunted by the spirit of a black slave boy who asks Kenny to return with him to the early 19th Century.

Chandler, Elizabeth.  Dark Secrets: Legacy of Lies; 2000. (Y-P-CHA)
