Ewing, Lynne.  The Summoning; 2007. (Y-Ewing)

Thee girls living in Washington, DC, learn they are the direct descendents of Egyptian pharaohs with special powers allowing them to battle the demonic Cult of Anubis.

Ewing, Lynne. Divine One; 2007. (Y-Ewing)

Meri moves to Washington, DC, and enrolls in the exclusive Entre Nous Academy.  When her mom, a senator, announces her presidential bid, Meri is forced into the spotlight.  Sequel to The Summoning.
Ewing, Lynne. Enchantress; 2007. (Y-Ewing)

Dalila struggles to overcome her upbringing when she faces the evil Shaitan and tries to retrieve magic from him. Sequel to Divine One.
Gregory, Kristiana.  Cleopatra VIII, Daughter of the Nile; 1999. (Y-Royal)

While her father is hiding after attempts on his life, Cleopatra records how she fears for her own safety and hopes to survive to become Queen of Egypt someday.
Lester, Julius.  Pharoah’s Daughter: A Novel of Ancient Egypt; 2000. (Y-Lester)

A fictional account of the Bible story in which an Egyptian princess rescues a Hebrew infant who becomes a prophet while his sister finds her true self as a priestess to the Egyptian gods.

Cadnum, Michael.  Starfall: Phaeton and the Chariot of the Sun; 2004. (Y-Cadnum)

Phaeton undertakes a long, dangerous journey to the gates of dawn to confront Apollo, the mighty god of the sun, and is granted one wish – to drive the sun chariot for a day.
Carter, Aimee. The Goddess Test; 2011. (Y-Carter Fantasy)

When Kate strikes a bargain with henry, Greek god of the Underworld, to save her mother from cancer, she doesn’t realize the consequences until after it is too late.
Childs, Tera Lynn.  Goddess Boot Camp; 2008. (Y-Childs)

Phoebe, unable to control the powers she inherited from her ancestor Nike, must attend summer camp with a group of 10-year olds while coping with her boyfriend’s apparent betrayal and mysterious messages about her dead father.  
Childs, Tera Lynn. Oh. My. Gods; 2009. (Y-Childs)

When her mother decides to marry a near-stranger, Phoebe, soon finds herself living on a remote Greek island, completing her senior year at an ancient school where students and teachers are all descended from gods or goddesses. Sequel to Goddess Boot Camp.
Cooney, Caroline B.  Goddess of Yesterday; 2002. (Y-Cooney)

Taken as a girl, Anaxandra calls on the protection of her goddess as she poses two as different princesses before becoming a servant for Helen and Paris on their way to Troy.
Deary, Terry.  The Fire Thief; 2005. (Y-Deary Fantasy)

Retelling of the tale of Prometheus, in which he becomes a time traveler in order to escape the wrath of the gods and befriends a Victorian orphan.

Deary, Terry. Flight of the Fire Thief; 2006. (Y-Deary Fantasy)

The daughter of a grifter, who often plays parts in his amazing shows, must help Prometheus escape from Eden City before he is found and killed by the Avenger, a giant bird who does the bidding of Zeus. Sequel to The Fire Thief.
Deary, Terry.  The Fire Thief Fights Back; 2007. (Y-Dreary Fantasy)

When their ruse is exposed, Sam and his mother, swindlers selling “miracle” cures, find an unlikely ally in Zeus, who needs their help to settle a score with the monsters of mythology.  Sequel to Flight of the Fire Thief.
Druitt, Tobias. Corydon and the Island of Monsters; 2006. (Y-Druitt)

Corydon, and outcast with the leg of a goat, reluctantly sets off on another adventure with the monsters when the Minotaur is apparently kidnapped by the people of Atlantis. Sequel to Corydon and the Island of Monsters.
Friesner, Esther.  Nobody’s Princess; 2007. (Y-Friesner)
Determined to fend for herself where only men have rights, the future Helen of Try learns to fight, hunt, and ride horses while disguised as a boy and goes on adventures.
Galloway, Priscilla.  The Courtesan’s Daughter; 2002. (Y-Galloway Historical)

From humble beginnings, Pharo rises to become one of Athens’ most powerful citizens through her marriage to Theo, but they both have powerful enemies.
Geras, Adele. Troy; 2001. (Y-PRD-GER)

Told from women’s perspectives, the final weeks of the Trojan War is presented as the women tire of tending the wounded, men tire of fighting and the bored gods stir things up.
Geras, Adele.  Ithaka; 2006. (Y-Geras Historical)

The island of Ithaka is overrun with uncouth suitors demanding that Penelope choose a new husband, as she patiently awaits the return of Odysseus from the Trojan War.
Halam, Ann.  Snakehead; 2008. (Y-Halam)

Compelled by his father Zeus to accept King Polydectes’ challenge to bring Medusa’s head to the island of Serifos, Perseus sets out with Andromeda. 
Jones, Diana Wynne. The Game; 2007. (Y-Jones)

Sent to a family gathering in Ireland by her strict grandmother, Hayley feels out of place until her unruly cousins include her in a game involving travel through the mythosphere.
Kindl, Patrice. Lost in the Labyrinth; 2002. (Y-Kindl/Y-P-KIN)

Princess Xenodice tries to prevent the death of her half-brother, the Minotaur, at the hands of Prince Theseus, who is aided by Icarus, Daedulus, and her sister Ariadne.
Koja, Kathe.  Going Under; 2006. (Y-Koja)

A teenaged girl and her older provide viewpoints on a situation where she is trying to prevent a manipulative psychotherapist from using her journal as material in a book.
Marsh, Katherine.  The Night Tourist; 2007. (Y-Marsh)

After Jack has a near fatal accident, he meets Euri, a young ghost who introduces him to New York’s Underworld, where the dead reside until they are ready to move on.
McLaren, Clemence.  Aphrodite’s Blessings: Love Stories from the Greek Myths; 2002. (Y-McLaren)

Atlanta, Andromeda, and Psche, three famous characters in Greek mythology, tell the stories of their marriages

After Jack is apprenticed to a Druid bard, he and his little sister are captured by Viking Berserkers and taken to the home of King Ivar the Boneless and his half-troll queen, where he will be assigned a quest to Jotunheim, home of the trolls.
Farmer, Nancy.  The Land of the Silver Apples; 2007. (Y-Farmer Fantasy)

After escaping the Sea of Trolls, the apprentice bard Jack plunges into a new series of adventures by traveling to Elfland and uncovering the truth about his sister Lucy. Sequel to The Sea of Trolls.
Farmer, Nancy.  The Islands of the Blessed; 2009. (Y-Farmer Fantasy)

To years after their earlier adventures, Jack and his Viking companion Thorgil confront the malevolent spirit of a vengeful mermaid and begina quest to cast them among the fin folk of Notland. Sequel to The Land of the Silver Apples.
Harris, Joanne.  Runemarks; 2008. (Y-Harris)

Maddy Smith, who bears the mysterious mark of a rune on her hand, learns that she is destined to join the gods of Norse mythology and play a role in the fate of the world.
Roberts, Judson.  Viking Warrior; 2006. (Y-Roberts)

Sutcliff, Rosemary.  The Mark of the Horse Lord; 1965. (Y-Sutcliff Historical)

Phaedrus wins his freedom in the gladiator ring, and when Dalraidian leaders see his resemblance to their disfigured king Midir, they recruit him to become the public Midir.
