Paul, who lives in the shadow of his football hero brother, fights for the right to play soccer despite his near blindness and remembers the incident that damaged his eyesight.
Clements, Andrew.  Things Not Seen; 2002.  (Y-Clements/Y-PRD-Clements)

When 15-year-old Bobby wakes up and finds himself invisible, he and his parents and his new blind friend Alicia try to find out what caused his condition and how to reverse it.
Denenberg, Barry.  Mirror, Mirror on the Wall: The Diary of Bess Brennan; 2002.  (Y-Dear)

In 1932, a 12-year-old who lost her sight in an accident keeps a diary, recorded by her twin, in which she describes life at the Perkins School for the Blind in Massachusetts.
Denman, K.L. Spiral; 2008. (Y-P-DEN Hi/Lo)

After breaking her back, Abby tries everything to take away her pain before finding the answer in a patient horse called Charlie and learning to have faith in herself.
Fleischman, Paul. Mind’s Eye; 2001. (Y-Fleischman)

Courtney, who was paralyzed in an accident, learns about the power of the mind from an elderly blind woman who takes her on an imaginary journey to Italy using a 1910 guidebook.
Hautman, Pete.  Sweetblood; 2003.  (Y-LPeD-Hautman/Y-P-HAU)

After a life of being a model student, Lucy Szabo is suddenly in trouble at school, at home, with the “proto-vampires” she met, and with her uncontrolled diabetes.

Ingold, Jeanette.  The Window; 1996. (Y-P-ING)

Mandy moves to  Texas and encounters the grandmother she never knew and comes to terms with her blindness, which was  caused by the accident that killed her mother.
Lupica, Mike. Million-Dollar Throw; 2009. (Y-Lupica)

Star quarterback Nate’s family is feeling the stress of the economy, and Nate is frantic because his best friend is going blind, so when he gets a chance to win a million dollars if he can complete a pass during the halftime of a New England Patriot’s game, he is nearly overwhelmed by the pressure to succeed.

Miller, Sarah. Miss Spitfire: Reaching Helen Keller; 2007. (Y-Miller)

At age 21, Annie Sullivan travels from Massachusetts to Alabama to try and teach young Helen Keller, deaf and blind since age tow, self-discipline and communication skills

Moore, Peter.  Blind Sighted; 2002. (Y-P-MOO)

Kirk, who gets in trouble at school, learns to deal with his alcoholic mother, new friends, and a life with the help of a blind young woman who hires him to read to her.
Sachar, Louis. The Cardturner; 2010. (Y-Sachar)

When his uncle, a champion bridge player who has lost his vision, asks Alton to be a cardturner for him, Alton has no idea how much he will learn from his uncle.
Shusterman, Neal.  The Schwa Was Here; 2004.  (Y-Shusterman)
A Brooklyn eighth-grade nicknamed Antsy befriends the Schwa, a boy who is tired of blending into his surroundings and going unnoticed by almost everyone.

Stahler, David.  Truesight; 2004. (Y-Stahler)

In a distant frontier world, thirteen-year-old Jacob is uncertain of his future in a community that considers blindness a virtue and “Seers” as aberrations.

Ferris, Jean.  Of Sound Mind; 2001.  (Y-Ferris)

Tired of interpreting for his deaf family and resentful of their reliance on him, Theo finds support and understanding from Ivy, a new student who has a deaf parent
Griffin, Paul. The Orange Houses; 2009. (Y-Griffin)

Tamika, a hearing-impaired girl; Jimmi, a veteran who stopped taking his antipsychotic medication; and Fatima, an illegal immigrant from Africa, meet and connect in their Bronx neighborhood with devastating results.

Jordan, Sherryl.  The Raging Quiet; 1999. (Y-LPeD-Jordan)

The residents of the village accuse Marnie of witchcraft when she discovers that the village madman is not crazy but deaf and communicates with him through hand gestures. 

Miller, Sarah. Miss Spitfire: Reaching Helen Keller; 2007. (Y-Miller)

At age 21, Annie Sullivan travels from Massachusetts to Alabama to try and teach young Helen Keller, deaf and blind since age tow, self-discipline and communication skills

Woodson, Jacqueline.  Feather; 2007. (Y-Woodson)

When a new student nicknamed “The Jesus Boy” joins her sixth grade class in 1971, Frannie’s growing friendship with him makes her start to see things in a new light.

Paralyzed as a result of a football accident, a high school student struggles to accept the reality of his condition and the effect it will have on his friendships and his future.
Cormier, Robert.  Heroes; 1998. (Y-Cormier/Y-LPeD-Cormier)

After serving during World War II and having his face blown off by a grenade, Frances returns home hoping to find the former childhood hero he feels betrayed him.
Covington, Dennis.  Lizard; 1991. (Y-P-COV)

Sent to a school for retarded boys, Lizard, who is bright and deformed, escapes with the help of an actor who gives him a role in his company’s production of The Tempest.
Cross, Gillian.  Phoning a Dead Man; 2002. (Y-Cross)

When John, a demolitions expert, is killed blowing up a building in Siberia, his fiancés insists on investigating, despite being in a wheelchair, with the help of his sister.
Downing, Wick.  Leonardo’s Hand; 2001.  (Y-Downing)

Finally in a foster home with a caring family, Nard, who only has one hand, invents a human-powered flying machine with the assistance of the  hand of Leonardo da Vinci.
Fleischman, Paul. Mind’s Eye; 2001. (Y-Fleischman)

Courtney, who was paralyzed in an accident, learns about the power of the mind from an elderly blind woman who takes her on an imaginary journey to Italy using a 1910 guidebook.
Heisel, Sharon E. Eyes of a Stranger; 1996. (Y-P-HEI)

Marissa, a shy self-conscious girl with a twisted leg, is attracted to a strikingly handsome visitor to her uncle’s carousel but begins to suspect that he is a psychotic serial killer.
Johnson, Harriet McBryde.  Accidents of Nature; 2006. (Y-Johnson)

Having always prided herself on blending in despite her cerebral palsy, Jean begins to question her role in the world while attending a camp for children with disabilities.
Johnston, Tim. Never So Green; 2002. (Y-Johnston)

Tex overcomes his self-consciousness about his deformed right hand to take baseball lessons from his stepfather and tomboy stepsister, who harbors a dark secret.
Koertge, Ronald.  Stone & Spaz; 2002. (Y-Koertge)

A troubled youth with cerebral palsy struggles toward self-acceptance with the help of a drug-addicted young woman.
Lord, Cynthia.  Rules; 2006. (Y-Lord)
Frustrated at life with an autistic brother, 12-year-old Catherine longs for a normal existence but her world is further complicated by a young paraplegic.

Lowry, Lois.  Gathering Blue; 2000. (Y-LPeD-Lowry/Y-PRD-LOW)

Lame and suddenly orphaned, Kira is mysteriously removed from her squalid village to live in the palatial Council Edifice, where she is expected to use her gifts as a weaver.
Metzger, Lois.  Ellen’s Case; 1995. (Y-P-MET)
When Ellen finds herself attracted to the lawyer working on the malpractice case relating to her little brother’s cerebral palsy, she becomes involved and reconsiders her future.
Mikaelsen, Ben.  Petey; 1998. (Y-P-MIK)

In 1922, Petey, who has cerebral palsy, is misdiagnosed as an idiot and institutionalized. Sixty years later, still institutionalized, he befriends a boy and shares the joy of life.
Mikaelsen, Ben. Stranded; 1995. (Y-P-MIK)

Twelve-year-old Koby, who has lost a foot in an accident, sees a chance to prove her self-reliance to her parents when she tries to rescue two stranded pilot whales near her home.
Murdock, Catherine Gilbert.  The Off Season; 2007. (Y-Murdock)

D.J. staggers under the weight of caring for her injured brother, her responsibilities on the dairy farm, a changing relationship with Brian, and her own athletic hopes.  Sequel to Dairy Queen.

Orr, Wendy. Peeling the Onion; 1997. (Y-P-ORR)
Following an automobile accident in which her neck is broken, a teenage karate champion begins a long and painful recovery with the help of her family.
Philbrick, Rodman.  Freak the Mighty; 1993. (Y-Philbrick/Y-P-PHI)
At the start of eighth grade, learning disabled Max and his new friend Freak, whose birth defect has affected only his body, find that they make a powerful team when together.
Philbrick, Rodman.  The Last Book in the Universe; 2000.

After an earthquake has destroyed much of the planet, an epileptic teenager nicknamed Spaz begins the heroic flight to bring human intelligence back to the Earth.
Rodowsky, Colby.  P.S. Write Soon; 1978. (-Rodowsky)

A physically handicapped girl uses her letters to a pen pal as an outlet for daydreams about her family and herself.
Skurzynski, Gloria.  Spider’s Voice; 1999. (Y-P-SKU)

Sachar, Louis.  Small Steps; 2006.  (Y-Sachar/Y-LPeD-Sachar)

Three years after being released from Camp Green Lake, Armpit is trying to keep his life on track, but an old pal shows up with a plan for easy money.  He reluctantly follows. Sequel to Holes.
Because he is a young mute person who can hear, Aran becaomes involved in the adventures of Eloise and Abelard, France’s most famous lovers in the 12th century.
Sleator, William. The Last Universe; Amulet Books: ?, 2005. Y-Sleator-SciFi

When her desperately ill older brother insists that she take him into their mysterious garden, designed by their physicist uncle, Susan discovers things are not always what they seem.

Tashjian, Janet.  Tru Confessions; 1997. (Y-Tashjian)

Computer-literate, 12-year-old Tru keeps an electronic diary where she documents her desire to cure her handicapped twin brother and her plan to create a television show.
Taylor, Theodore.  The Weirdo; 1991. (Y-P-TAY)

When Sam falls in love with disfigured Chip Clewt and helps him in his campaign to save the black bears in the swamp near her home, she gets in deep troupe with her father.
Trueman, Terry.  Stuck in Neutral; 2000.  (Y-Truman/Y-LPeD-Trueman)

Shawn McDaniel, who suffers from sever cerebral palsy and cannot function, relates his perceptions of life, his condition, and family.  He believes his father is trying to kill him.
Trueman, Terry. Cruise Control; 2004.  (Y-Trueman)

A talented basketball player struggles to deal with the helplessness and anger that results from having a brother rendered completely dysfunctional by severe cerebral palsy and a father who deserted the family.  This is a companion to Stuck in Neutral.
Vaught, Susan.  Trigger; 2006. (Y-Vaught)

Teenager Jersey Hatch must work through his extensive brain damage and the new emotionally distant friends and family to figure out why he decided to shoot himself.
Voigt, Cynthia. Izzy, Willy-Nilly; 1986. (Y-PRD-VOI)

A car accident causes fifteen-year-old Izzy to lose one leg and face the need to start building a new life as an amputee. 
Werlin, Nancy.  Are You Alone on Purpose?; 1994.  (Y-P-WER)

When lonely two teens, the son of a rabbi and the sister of an autistic twin, are drawn together by a tragic accident, they discover they have more in common than they guessed.
Wright, Randall.  Hunchback; 2004. (Wright, Randall)

Thirteen-year-old Juffa, a hunchback orphan living in Castle Marlby, dreams of serving a prince.  When his wish comes true he becomes embroiled in adventure and intrigue.

Yolen, Jane & Richard J. Harris.  Prince Across the Water; 2004. (Y-Yolen Historical)

In 1746, epileptic Duncan MacDonald and his cousin Ewan run away to join the fight against England’s tyranny at Culloden and discover the harsh reality of war.
