Chris struggles to deal with two shocks that have changed his life: meeting the mother who left him and his father when he was ten and learning that his girlfriend is pregnant. 
Draper, Sharon M. November Blues; 2007. (Y-Draper)

Seventeen-year-old Daphne makes major changes in her life when she becomes pregnant and assumes sole responsibility for herself and her child.
Frost, Helen.  Keesha’s House; (Y-Frost)

Seven teens facing problems such as pregnancy, closeted homosexuality, and abuse describe what caused them to leave home and where they found it again.

Gramont, Nina de.  Every Little Thing in the World; 2010. (Y-Gramont)

In order to earn money for college, fourteen-year-old LaVaughn babysits for a teenage mom.
Zeises, Lara M. Contents Under Pressure; 2004. (Y-Zeises)

Lucy, a freshman, experiences dating a popular older boy, changing relationships with lifelong friends, and sharing a bedroom with her older brother’s pregnant girlfriend. 
Zindel, Paul.  My Darling, My Hamburger; 1969. (Y-Zindel/Y-PRD-ZIN)
