Singleton, Linda Joy.  Last Dance; 2005. (Y-P-SIN)
While trying to help her sick grandmother, Sabine and her Goth friend Thorn travel to a small California town where they become involved in a ghostly fifty-year-old mystery. Sequel to Don’t Die Dragonfly.
Singleton, Linda Joy.  Witch Ball; 2006. (Y-P-SIN)

While being stalked by a Witch Ball, Sabine must also deal with her growing attraction to Dominic, her grandmother’s increasing forgetfulness, and mysterious predictions that come true.  Sequel to Last Dance.

Singleton, Linda Joy.  Sword Play; 2006. (Y-P-SIN)

Vrettos, Adrienne Maria. Sight; 2007. (Y-Vrettos)

Dylan uses her psychic abilities to help police solve crimes against children, but keeps her extracurricular activities secret from her friends at school.
Ward, Rachel.  Numbers; 2010. (Y-Ward)

Jem knows when she looks at someone the exact date they will die so she avoid relationships and tries to keep out of the way, but when she meets Spider, they plan a day together and become more involved than either had planned.
Wilson, Jacqueline.  Viky Angel; 2001. (Y-Wilson/Y-PRD-WIL)
After her lifelong best friend Vicky dies, Jade struggles with grief, guilt, and the domineering personality of Vicky’s ghost.
Yansky, Brian.  Alien Invasion & Other Inconveniences; 2010. (Y-Yancky SciFi)

When a race of aliens takes over the planet, Jesse finds himself a slave to an inept alien leader – a situation that brightens as Jesse’s telepathy develops and he attracts attention.
