Haunted by the event that sentences him to time in a group home, Miguel breaks out with two unlikely partners, and they begin a journey down the coast hoping to get to Mexico and a new life
Ferris, Jean. Bad; 1998. (Y-Ferris)

With peer pressure, Dallas goes along with a plan to rob a convenience store and, when she can’t go home, is sentenced to six months in the Girls’ Rehabilitation Center.
Fleischman, Paul.  Whirligig; 2000. (Y-Fleischman)

While traveling to each corner of the country to build a whirligig in memory of the girl whose death he causes, sixteen-year-old Brian finds forgiveness and atonement.
Flinn, Alex.  Breathing Underwater; 2001. (Y-Flinn/Y-PRD-FLI)

Sent to counseling for hitting his girlfriend Caitlin and ordered to keep a journal, Nick recounts their relationship, his controlling nature, and living with his abusive father.

Flinn, Alex. Nothing to Lose; 2004. (Y-Flinn)

A year after running away with a carnival to escape his unbearable home life, Michael returns to find that his mother is on trial for the murder of his abusive stepfather.

Hartinger, Brent.  The Last Chance Texaco; 2004. (Y-Hartinger)

Troubled teen Lucy Pitt struggles to fit in as a new tenant at a last-chance foster home, and finds herself embroiled in some trouble.
Hobbs, Will.  The Maze; 1998. (Y-Hobbs/Y-P-HOB)

Rick escapes from a juvenile detention facility and travels to Canyonlands National Park, where he meets a bird biologist working on a project to reintroduce condors to the wild.
Korman, Gordon.  The Juvie Three; 2008. (Y-Korman)

Gecko, Arjay, and Terence, all in trouble with the law, must find a way to keep their halfway house open in order to stay out of juvenile detention.
Lawrence, Iain.  The Convicts; 2004. (Y-LPeD-Lawrence)

His efforts to afveng his father’s unjust imprisonment force Tom Tin into the streets of 19th century London, but after he is convicted of murder, Tom is sent to Australia.

Marsden, John.  Letters from the Inside; 1994. (Y-Marsden/Y-P-MAR)

The relationship between two girls who become acquainted through letters intensifies as their correspondence reveals some terrible problems in their lives.
Mikaelsen, Ben. Touching Spirit Bear; 2001. (Y-PRD-MIK)

After his anger erupts into violence, Cole agrees to participate in a sentencing alternative based on the Native American Circle of Justice and is sent to a remote Alaskan Island, where an encounter with a huge spirit bear changes his life.

Morgenroth, Kate.  Jude; 2004. (Y-Morgenroth)

Steel reeling from his father’s murder, moving in with his estranged wealthy mother, and a new school, Jude is tricked into pleading guilty to a crime he didn’t commit.
Myers, Walter Dean.  Monster; 1999. (Y-Myers/Y-LPeD-Myers)

While on trial as an accomplice to murder, Steve Harmon records his experiences in prison and in the court room as he comes to terms with the course his life has taken.

Diego keeps getting into trouble because of his temper until he finally finds a probation officer who helps him get to the root of his anger so he can stop running from his past.

Smith, Roland. Peak; 2007. (Y-Smith)

A fourteen-year-old boy attempts to be the youngest person to reach the top of Mount Everest after he gets an opportunity to join his father, a famous mountain climber.
Strasser, Todd.  Boot Camp; 2007. (Y-Strasser)

After ignoring several warnings to stop dating his teacher, Garrett is sent to a boot camp that uses unorthodox and brutal methods to train students to obey their parents.
Volponi, Paul.  Black and White; 2005. (Y-Volponi)
Two star high school basketball players, one black and one white, experience the justice system differently after committing a crime together and getting caught.
