Bauer, Joan.  Hope Was Here, 2000 (Y-Bauer/Y-PRD-BAU/Y-LPeD-Bauer)

When Hope and the aunt who raised her move from New York to Wisconsin to work in a diner, they become involved with the owner’s campaign to oust the town’s corrupt mayor.
Bauer, Joan. Squashed; 1992. (Y-LPeD-Bauer/Y-P-BAU)
