Cooney, Caroline B.  Enter Three Witches: A Story of Macbeth; 2007. (Y-Cooney)

Cooper, Susan. King of Shadows; 1999. (Y-Cooper)

While in London as part of an acting company preparing to perform in a Globe Theater replica, Nat finds himself transported back to 1599 and performing under Shakespeare.
Draper, Sharon.  Romiette and Julio; 2001. (Y-P-DRA)

Like Shakespeare’s star-crossed lovers, Romiette and Julio face strong opposition to their budding romance, though it is because of their interracial relationship.
Hassinger, Peter.  Shakespeare’s Daughter; 2004. (Y-Hassinger)

Susanna Shakespeare yearns to travel to London like her father to experience the world of actors and poets and to follow her own dream of singing, a path followed only by men.
Klein, Lisa M.  Ophelia; 2006. (Y-Klein)

In a story based on Shakespeare’s Hamlet, Ophelia tells of her life in the court at Elsinore, her lofe for Prince Hamlet, and her escape from the violence in Denmark.
Lawlor, Laurie.  The Two Loves of Shakespeare; 2006. (Y-Lawlor Historical)

After falling in love, Will Shakespeare, a bored apprentice with his father’s glove business and often in trouble, vows to live an upstanding life and pursue writing.
Lester, Julius. Othello; 1995. (Y-P-LES)

A prose retelling of Shakespeare’s play in which a jealous general is duped into thinking that his wife has been unfaithful, with tragic consequences.
Levithan, David.  10 Things I Hate about You; 1999. (Y-P-TEN)

Based on the Taming of the Shrew, boy-crazy Bianca wins the hearts of James and Joey Donner, but it is a mystery whom she loves because her bfather will not allow her to date.
Mantchev, Lisa. Eyes Like Stars; 2009. (Y-Mantchev Fantasy)

Bertie strives to save Theater Illuminata, but is hindered by the Players who magically live on there, especially Ariel, who is willing to destroy the Book at the center of the magic in order to escape to an outside world.
Marsden, John.  Hamlet; 2009. (Y-Marsden)

Grieving over his father’s death and appalled by his mother’s emarriage to his uncle, Hamlet struggles with conflicting emotions, particularly after his father appeals to him to avenge his death.
Ortiz, Michael J.  Swan Town: The Secret Journal of Susanna Shakespeare; 2006. (Y-Ortiz Historical)

Restricted from practicing Catholicism and forbidden by her parents from seeing a Puritan boy, Susan vents her anger by writing in a journal and composing a play.
Pressler, Mirjam.  Shylock’s Daughter; 2001.  (Y-Pressler)

Jessica, who longs to be free of her father’s restrictions and life in the Jewish ghetto of Venice, falls in love with a Christian aristocrat and must make major life choices.
Ranulfo.  Joker; 2006. (Y-Ranulfo)

A modern retelling of Hamlet, in which fifteen-year-old Matt begins questioning everything he believes in after the death of his best friend and his parents’ divorce.
Rees, Celia. The Fool’s Girl; 2010. (Y-Rees)

Violetta and Feste have come to London to rescue a holy relic taken from a church in Illyria by the evil Malvolio and are sharing their tale with Shakespeare, who turns it into a play.
Selfors, Suzanne. Saving Juliet; 2009. (Y-Selfors Historical)
Mimi’s stage fright and a fight with her mom on the closing night of Romeo & Juliet are nothing compared to the troubles she faces when she and her leading man are transported to Shakespeare’s Verona, where she decides to give the real Juliet a happy ending.
