Telly receives an electronic suicide note from her friend Kimmie66, but if Kimmie66 is really dead, why is she still seen all over the Internet?

Asher, Jay.  Thirteen Reasons Why; 2007. (Y-Asher)

When Clay receives a box in the mail containing thirteen cassettes recorded by his classmate Hannah, who committed suicide, he spends a night crisscrossing their town, listening to her voice recounting the events leading up to her death.
Brooks, Kevin.  Kissing the Rain; 2004. (Y-Brooks)

Moo Nelson –  shy, overweight, and bullied by his classmates – finds his life spinning out of control after he witnesses a car chase and a fight that results in murder.
Brugman, Alyssa.  Walking Naked; 2004. (Y-Brugman)

After being in detention with a girl called “The Freak,” Megan finds herself torn between the developing friendship the two share and her involvement with a popular clique.
Carlson, Melody.  Pitch Black: Color Me Lost; 2004. (Y-Carlson)

After one of their classmates kills himself, Morgan, whose faith in God was already wavering, makes a suicide pact with some other students.
Cohn, Rachel.  You Know Where to Find Me; 2008. (Y-Cohn)

In the wake of her cousin’s suicide, Miles experiences many changes in her relationships with her mother anf father, her best friend and his family, and her cousins father.
Connelly, Neil O. St. Michael’s Scales; 2002. (Y-Connelly)

Keegan Flannery, feeling responsible for his twin’s death and his mother’s mental illness, believes he must atone by committing suicide before his sixteenth birthday.
Crutcher, Chris.  Chinese Handcuffs; 1989.  (Y-P-CRU)

Still troubled by his older brother’s suicide, Dillon becomes involved in the terrible secret of his friend Jennifer, who feels she can tell no one what her father is doing.
Deuker, Carl.  High Heat; 2003. (Y-Deuker)
When sophomore Shane Hunter’s father is arrested for money laundering, the star pitcher’s life of affluence and private schools begins to fall apart.

Fields, Terri.  After the Death of Anna Gonzales; 2002. (Y-Fields)

Various members of a school community, such as students and teachers, record the aftermath of a high school student’s suicide and the preoccupations of teen life.
Ford, Michael Thomas. Suicide Notes; 2008. (Y-Ford)

Brimming with sarcasm, fifteen-year-old Jeff describes his stay in a psychiatric ward after attempting suicide.
Freymann-Weyr, Garret. Stay With Me; 2006. (Y-Freymann-Weyr)

When her sister kills herself, Leila goes looking for a reason and, instead, discovers great love, her family’s true history, and what her own place in it is.
Fullerton, Alma. Walking on Glass; 2007. (Y-Fullerton)

A teenage boy recounts, in a free verse journal, his attempts to come to terms with the realities of his mother’s near-death coma.
Giles, Gail.  What Happened to Cass McBride?; 2006. (Y-Giles)

After his younger brother commits suicide, Kyle Kirby decides to exact revenge on the person he holds responsible.
Going, K.L. Fat Kid Rules the World; 2003. (Y-Going)

Troy, depress, suicidal, and weighing 300 pounds, gets a new perspective on life when a homeless teen who is a genius on guitar wants him to be the drummer in his rock band.
Hemphill, Stephanie. Things Left Unsaid: A Novel in Poems; 2005. (Y-Hemphill)

After  conforming to what her parents and friends want her to be, Sarah must come to terms with her own identity when her destructive best friend tries to commit suicide.

Holt, Kimberly Willis.  Keeper of the Night; 2003. (Y-LPeD-Holt)

Isabel, a thirteen-year-old girl living on the island of Guam, and her gamily try to cope with the death of Isabel’s mother, who committed suicide.
Hopkins, Ellen.  Impulse; 2007. (Y-Hopkins)

Three teens who meet at a Reno mental hospital after each has attempted suicide connect with each other in way they never have with their parents or anyone else in their lives.
Lynch, Chris. Freewill; 2001.  (Y-Lynch)

A teen trying to recover from the tragic death of his father and stepmother believes himself to be responsible for a rash of teen suicides occurring in his town.
Mayfield, Sue.  Drowning Anna; 2002. (Y-Mayfield)

Beautiful, intelligent Anna Goldsmith has just attempted suicide.  As she lies in a coma, her friend Melanie and Anna’s parents try to figure out why she tried to take her own life.

Miller, Mary Beth.  Aimee; 2002. (Y-Miller)

After she is accused of playing a role in her best friend’s death, a young woman battles depression, anger, guilt, loneliness, and the problems of her own family.
Mori, Kyoko.  Shizuko’s Daughter; 1993. (Y-PRD-MOR)

After her mother’s suicide, Yuki spends years living with her distant father and his resentful new wife, cut off from her mother’s family and relying on her inner strength.
Peters, Julie Ann. Far from Xanadu, 2005.  (Y-Peters)

In a small Kansas town, sixteen-year-old Mary-Elizabeth “Mike” Szabo tries to come to terms with her father’s suicide and her own sexuality.

Peters, Julie Anne. By the Time You Read This, I’ll Be Dead; 2010. (Y-Peters)

Daelyn, who has been bullied for years career and has more than once attempted suicide, again plans to kill herself, in spite of the attempts of an unusual boy to draw her out.

Pfeffer, Susan Beth.  About David; 1980. (Y-Pfeffer)

When her close friend since childhood murders his adoptive parents and kills himself, 17-year-old Lynn is haunted by the tragedy.
Powell, Randy. Three Clams and an Oyster; 2002. (Y-Powell)

During their search to find a fourth player for their flag football team, three juniors are forced to examine their friendship, their flaws, and their ability to try new things.

Rapp, Adam.  Under the Wolf, Under the Dog; 2004. (Y-Rapp)

Steve struggles to make sense of his mother’s terminal breast cancer and his brother’s suicide.  He is in a drug facility called Burnstone Grove, where he doesn’t fit in.
Slade, Arthur. Tribes; 2002. (Y-P-SLA)
For Percy, the loss of his father and the suicide of his best friend build his stress to a head during the last week before high school graduation.
Taylor, William.  Jerome; 1999. (Y-P-TAY)
As they try to cope with the suicide of a close friend, two teens discover new aspects of themselves, their friendship, and their relationships with other people.
Trueman, Terry.  Inside Out; 2003. (Y-Trueman)

A sixteen-year-old with schizophrenia is caught up in the events surrounding an attempted robbery by two other teens who eventually hold him hostage.

Trueman, Terry.  No Right Turn; 2006. (Y-Trueman)

After three years of wanting only to be invisible, Jordan begins to recover from his father’s suicide and start living again when a neighbor’s Corvette opens up a new world.
Vaught, Susan.  Trigger; 2006. (Y-Vaught)

Teenager Jersey Hatch must work through his extensive brain damage and the new emotionally distant friends and family to figure out why he decided to shoot himself.
Vizzini, Ned.  It’s Kind of a Funny Story; 2006. (Y-Vizzini)
A humorous account of a New York City teenager’s battle with depression and his time spent in a psychiatric care unit.
Williams, Carol Lynch.  Glimpse; 2010. (Y-Williams)

Living with their mother who earns money as a prostitute, two sisters take care of each other and when the older one attempts suicide, the younger tries to uncover the reason.
