The murder of Glen Shelby, soon after his arrival in Israel to visit his family has a dramatic effect on his relatives, the members of their kibbutz, and the Arabs responsible for his death.
Bell, Hilari.  Songs of Power; 2000. (Y-Bell Fantasy)

Someone’s trying to sabotage the underwater habitat where Imina, the granddaughter of an Inuit shaman, lives after terrorist have infect the earth’s food supply.
Blackman, Malorie.  Naughts & Crosses; 2005. (Y-Blackman)

In a world where the pale-skinned Naughts are discriminated against by the powerful dark-skinned Crosses, teens Callum and Sephy test whether their love is strong enough.
Cooney, Caroline B.  Code Orange; 2005.  (Y-Cooney)

While conducting research for a school paper on smallpox, Mitty finds an envelope containing 100-year-old smallpox scabs and fears he has infected himself and the city.

Cooney, Caroline B. The Terrorist; 1997. (Y-Cooney/Y-P-COO)

Laura, an American living in London, tries to find the person responsible for the death of her younger brother Billy, who has been killed by a terrorist bomb.
Cormier, Robert.  After the First Death; 1979. (Y-Cormier/Y-PRD-COR)

Events of the hijacking of a bus of children by terrorists seeking the return of their homeland are described from the various  perspectives .
Cray, Jordan.  Firestorm; 1997. (Y-P-CRA Mystery)

When Randy Kincaid accidentally logs on to a chat room and discovers a fanatical group he thinks may be responsible for a series of bombings, his life becomes full of danger.

Cross, Jillian.  Wolf; 1990. (Y-P-CRO)

Cassy is forced to stay with her mother in a settlement of artists.  She joins the group in producing an educational program about wolves and learns that her missing father is a notorious terrorist.

Deuker, Carl.  Runner; 2005. (Y-Deuker)

Living with his alcoholic father has been hard on Chance Taylor, but his love of running leads to a high-paying job, he quickly learns that the money is not worth the risk.
Doctorow, Cory. Little Brother; 2008.  (Y-Doctorow)

After being interrogated by the Department of Homeland Security after an attack on San Francisco, Marcus, released into what is now a police state, decides to use his computer expertise to set things right.

Dowd, Siobhan.  Bog Child; 2008. (Y-Dowd)

At the height of Northern Ireland’s “troubles,” Fergus is distracted by his imprisoned brother's hunger strike, being a courier for terrorists, and the body he discovered in a bog.

Ellis, Deborah & Eric Waters. Bifocal; 2007. (Y-Ellis)

When a Muslim boy is arrested at a high school on suspicion of terrorist affiliations, growing tensions divide the student population.
Hoffman, Alice.  Green Angel; 2003. (Y-P-HOF)

Haunted by grief and by her past after losing her family in a fire, Green retreats into her ruined garden as she struggles to survive emotionally and physically on her own.
Horowitz, Anthony.  Stormbreaker; 2001. (Y-Horowitz/Y-P-HOR)

After the death of the uncle who had been his guardian, 14-year-old Alex Rider is coerced to continue his uncle’s dangerous work for Britain’s intelligence agency, MI-6.
Horowitz, Anthony.  Skeleton Key; 2003. (Y-Horowitz)

Reluctant teen spy Alex Rider, on a routine mission gets caught up in Chinese gangs, illegal nuclear weapons, and the suspect plans of his Russian host, General Sarov. Sequel to Point Blank.
Horowitz, Anthony.  Scorpia; 2005. (Y-Horowitz/Y-P-HOR)

After being told his father was an assassin, Alex goes to Italy to find out more and becomes involved in a plan to kill thousands of English school children. Sequel to Eagle Strike. 
Horowitz, Anthony.  Ark Angel, 2006. (Y-Horowitz)

After recovering from a near fatal gunshot wound, teen spy Alex Rider embarks on a new mission to stop a group of eco-terrorists from sabotaging the launch of the first space hotel. Sequel to Scorpia.

Kass, Pnina.  Real Time; 2004. (Y-Kass)

Tomas persuades his mother to let him leave Germany to volunteer at an Israeli kibbutz, where he experiences a violent political attack and finds answers about his own past.
McNab, Andy & Robert Rigby.  Traitor: Payback; 2006. (Y-McNab)

As teen suicide bombers terrorize England, Danny tries to help his grandfather, an ex-SAS explosives expert falsely accused of being a traitor by the government.

McNab, Andy & Robert Rigby.  Avenger; 2007. (Y-McNab)

Danny, his grandfather Fergus, who is an ex-SAS explosives expert, and friend Elena set out to stop the evil computer hacker who is sending teen suicide bombers to their deaths around the world.  Sequel to Trator; Payback.

Miklowitz, Gloria D.  The Enemy Has a Face; 2003. (Y-P-MIK)

Netta and her family have moved from Israel to LA, and when her older brother disappears, she becomes convinced he has been abducted by area Palestinians.
Muchamore, Robert.  The Killing; 2006. (Y-P-MUC)

James gets the mission of digging up leads on Leon, a small-time crook with big money, Jand  unravels a larger plot than expected with only a dead boy knowing the truth. Sequel to The Dealer.
Muchamore, Robert.  Divine Madness; 2006. (Y-P-MUC)

When a link is discovered between a eco-terrorist group and a religious cult, James is sent to their isolated headquarters on an infiltration mission and ends up battling their brainwashing techniques. Sequel to Maximum Security.

Muchamore, Robert.  Man vs. Beast; 2007. (Y-P-MUC)

When a new radical animal protection group argues that it is right to kill or threaten people to save animals, James and other agents must try to stop them before it is too late.  Seqeult to Divine Madness.
Plum-Ucci, Carol. Streams of Babel; 2008. (Y-Plum-Ucci)

Six teens face a bioterrorist attack as four are infected with a mysterious disease and two computer techies assist the US Intelligence Coalition in tracking the perpetrators.

Plum-Ucci, Carol.  Fire Will Fall; 2010. (Y-Plum-Ucci)

Moved to a mansion in the South Jersey Pine Barrens, four teens, trying to recover from being poisoned by terrorists, struggle with their health, personal neamons and supernatural events, as operatives track down the terror cell. Sequel to Streams of Babel.
Scott, Elizabeth.  Grace; 2010. (Y-Scott)

Grace travels on a train toward a border that may not exist, recalling a choice of life over being a suicide bomber, and dreaming of freedom from the extremist theocracy.
Simmons, Michael.  Finding Lubchenko; 2005. (Y-Simmons)

When his father is framed for murder and bioterrorism, Evan, using clues from a stolen laptop, travels from Seattle to Paris with to friends to find the real culprit.
Simmons, Michael.  The Rise of Lubchenko; 2006. (Y-Simmons)

Suspecting his fathers business partner in selling smallpox to terrorists, Evan once again travels to France with his friends to search for the mysterious spymaster Lubchecko.  Sequel to Finding Lubchenko.
Stein, Tammar. Light Years; 2005. (Y-Stein)

Maya Laor leaves her home in Israel to study astronomy at the University of Virginia after the tragic death of her boyfriend in a suicide bombing
Stine, Catherine. Refugees; Delacorte Press; 2005. (Y-Stine)

Following the 9/11 terrorist attacks, Dawn, a runaway, connects by phone and e-mail with Johar, an Afghani assisting her foster mother, a doctor at a Red Cross refugee camp in Peshawar.

Stanley, Diane.  Saving Sky; 2010. (Y-Stanley)

In an America that has suffered continued attacks since 9/11, Sky stands up for what is right and helps a classmate of Middle Eastern decent, placing her and her family at risk.
Stratton, Alan. Borderline; 2010. (Y-Stratton)

Despite the strained relationship between them, teen Sami Sabiri risks his life to uncover the truth when his father is implicated in a terrorist plot. 
Ward, Rachel.  Numbers; 2010. (Y-Ward)

Jem knows when she looks at someone the exact date they will die so she avoid relationships and tries to keep out of the way, but when she meets Spider, they plan a day together and become more involved than either had planned.
