Anderson, Laurie Halse. Speak; 1999. (Y-Anderson/Y-PRD-AND)

A traumatic event near the end of the summer has a devastating effect on Melinda’s freshman year in high school.  If only she could talk about it!
Athkins, D.E.  Swans in the Mist; 2006. (Y-P-ATH)

After her sister’s mysterious death, Lyda is imprisoned in a tower by her new brother-in-law, but the gift from her sister, a beautiful plush swan, may hold the key to her release.
Ayarbe, Heidi.  Freeze Frame; 2008. (Y-Ayarbe)

Fifteen-year-old Kyle believes he does not deserve to live after accidentally shooting and killing his best friend.
Carbone, Elisa Lynn. The Pack; 2003. (Y-Carbone)

Akhil Vyas, a new boy in school, reluctantly decides that to prevent a violent crime, he must tell Omar and Becky his secret.

Cole, Brock. The Facts Speak for Themselves; Front Street: ?, 1997. Y-Cole

At the request of her social worker, Linda gradually reveals how her life with her unstable mother and younger brother led to her being raped and witnessing a murder.

Coman, Carolyn. Many Stones; 2000. Y-Coman/Y-LPeD-Coman)

After her sister Laura is murdered in South Africa, Berry and her estranged father travel there to participate in the dedication of a memorial in her name.

Corrigan, Eireann. Splintering; 2004. (Y-Corrigan)

Relates, in a series of poems from different perspectives, the events and after-effects of an intruder’s violent attack on a family.

Crutcher, Chris.  Staying Fat for Sarah Byrnes; 1993.  (Y-LPeD-Crutcher)

The daily class discussion about abortion, suicide and other contemporary issues serves as a backdrop for a seniors attempt to answer a friend’s dramatic cry for help.
Dessen, Sarah. Dreamland; 2000. (Y-Dessen)

After her older sister runs away, Caitlin decides she needs to make a change in her own life and begins an abusive relationship with a boy who is mysterious, brilliant, and dangerous.

Flinn, Alex. Breaking Point; 2002. (Y-Flinn/Y-P-FLI)

Fifteen-year-old Paul enters an exclusive private school and falls under the spell of a charismatic boy, who may be using him.

Flinn, Alex.  Breathing Underwater; 2001. (Y-Flinn/Y-PRD-FLI)

Sent to counseling for hitting his girlfriend Caitlin and ordered to keep a journal, Nick recounts their relationship, his controlling nature, and living with his abusive father.

Flinn, Alex.  Fade to Black; 2005. (Y-Flinn)

An HIV-positive student is brutally attacked; the bigot accused of the crime; and the only witness, a classmate with Down Syndrome, reveal how the assault changed their lives.

Flinn, Alex. Nothing to Lose; 2004. (Y-Flinn)

A year after running away with a carnival to escape his unbearable home life, Michael returns to find that his mother is on trial for the murder of his abusive stepfather.

Giles, Gail. Shattering Glass; 2002.  (Y-Giles)

When Rob, the charismatic leader of the senior class, turns the school nerd into Prince Charming, his actions lead to unexpected violence.

Jones, Patrick. Things Change; Walker: ?, 2004. Y-Jones

Johanna, one of the best students in her class, develops a passionate attachment for troubled Paul and finds her plans for the future changing in unexpected ways.

Kerr, M.E. Slap Your Sides: A Novel; 2001. (Y-Kerr/Y-PRD-KER)
Life in their hometown changes for Jubal and his family when his older brother witnesses to his Quaker beliefs by becoming a conscientious objector during World War II.

Koertge, Ronald. The Brimstone Journals; 2001. (Y-Koertge)

In a series of short, interconnected poems, students at a high school nicknamed Brimstone reveal the violence existing and growing in their lives.

Mac, Carrie. The Beckoners; 2004. (Y-P MAC)

When Zoe moves to a new town, she finds the line between victim and tormentor is easily crossed.
McDonald, Joyce.  Shadow People; 2002. (Y-McDonald)

When his family moves to a rural community after his brother’s murder, Gabriel gets involved with three teens, each with his or her own problems, in a series of violent act.
Mikaelsen, Ben. Touching Spirit Bear; 2001. (Y-PRD-MIK)
After his anger erupts into violence, Cole agrees to participate in a sentencing alternative based on the Native American Circle of Justice and is sent to a remote Alaskan Island, where an encounter with a huge spirit bear changes his life.

Miller, Mary Beth.  On the Head of a Pin; 2006. (Y-Miller)

While drinking alcohol and playing with a loaded gun at a party, a teenage boy accidentally shoots and kills another student and then tries to conceal her death.
Myers, Walter Dean.  Monster; 1999. (Y-Myers/Y-LPeD-Myers)

While on trial as an accomplice to murder, Steve Harmon records his experiences in prison and in the court room as he comes to terms with the course his life has taken.
Myers, Walter Dean.  Shooter; 2004. (Y-Myers/Y-LPeD-Myers)

Written in the form of interviews, reports, and journal entries, the story of three troubled teenagers ends in a tragic school shooting.
Peretti, Frank E. Hangman’s Curse; 2001. (Y-P-PER)
When several students at school are stricken by an alleged curse of the school’s ghost, Elijah and Elisha and their parents are sent to uncover the truth behind the events.

Plum-Ucci, Carol.  What Happened to Lani Garver; 2002.  (Y-Plum-Ucci)

Clair is unable to face her fears about a recurrence of her leukemia, her eating disorder, her need to fit in, and her mom alcoholism until the mysterious Lani Garver arrives. 

Prose, Francine.  After; 2003. (Y-Prose/Y-P-PRO)

In the aftermath of a nearby school shooting, a grief counselor takes over a high school and enacts increasingly harsh measures to control students.  Those who don’t disappear.
Saenz, Benjamin Alire.  Sammy & Juliana in Hollywood; 2004. (Y-Saenz)

As a Chicano  and a member of the graduating class of 1969, Sammy faces the challenges of racism, unpopular dress codes, Vietnam, barrio violence, and poverty.
Sitomer, Alan Lawrence.  The Hoopster; 2005. (Y-Sitomer)

Andrew Anderson is a black teen who loves to play basketball.  When he is viciously attacked, it calls his whole world into question – even his deadly jumpshot.
Strasser, Todd. Give a Boy a Gun; 2000. (Y-Strasser/Y-P-STR)

Events leading up to a night of terror at a high school dance are told from the point of view of various people involved.
Sanchez, Alex.  Bait; 2009. (Y-Sanchez)

Diego keeps getting into trouble because of his temper until he finally finds a probation officer who helps him get to the root of his anger so he can stop running from his past.

Werlin, Nancy.  Black Mirror; 2001. (Y-Werlin/Y-PRD-WER)

Convinced her brother’s death was murder rather than suicide, 16-year-old Frances begins her own investigation into suspicious student activities at her boarding school.
Werlin, Nancy. The Killer’s Cousin; 1998. (Y-Werlin)
After being acquitted of murder, David goes to stay with relatives, where he finds himself forced to face his past as he learns more about his strange young cousin, Lily.
