Atwater-Rhodes, Amelia.  Snakecharm; 2004.  (Y-Atwater-Rhodes)

The peace forged by the love between Zane and Danica is threatened by the arrival of Syfka, an ancient falcon who claims one of her people is hidden in their mist.  Sequel to Hawksong.

In 16th century France,  Marius must postpone his apprenticeship to care for his little brother, who the villagers believe will become a "loup garou.”
Cole, Stephen.  Wounded; 2005. (Y-P-COL)

Tom and Kate try to escape Kate's werewolf family and fight becoming werewolves by making a cross-country journey in search of a mysterious man who might have a cure.

Cole, Stephen.  Prey; 2005. (Y-P-COL)
Kate and Tom flee to New York as they continue to seek a cure for Tom's half-human/half-werewolf state, finding old enemies and new friends while eluding the police. Sequel to Wounded.
Cole, Stephen.  Resurrection; 2005. (Y-P-COL)

Now in Chicago, Kate, Tom, and Blood prepare for a final showdown with Takapa and his supporters, who still hope for a world controlled by werewolves. Sequel to Prey.
Coville, Bruce (ed.). Half-Human; 2001. (Y-Coville Fantasy/Y-PRD-COV)

A collection of stories about creatures such as mermaids and centaurs, who are part-human and part-animal, and their struggles to understand their true identity.

Jinks, Catherine.  The Abused Werewolf Rescue Group; 2011. (Y-Jinks)

When Tobias wakes up in the hospital with no memory of the night before, a mysterious man tells him he has a rare and dangerous condition, and he finds himself with a group of werewolves convinced he needs there help. 
Johnson, Christine. Claire de Lune; 2010. (Y-Johnson)

Marillier, Juliet.  Wildwood Dancing; 2007. (Y-Marillier Fantasy)

Five sisters who live with their merchant father in Transylvania use a hidden portal in their home to cross over into a magical world, the Wildwood.

Meyer, Stephenie.  New Moon; 2006. (Y-Meyer)

When the Cullens, leave Forks rather than risk revealing that they are vampires, it is almost too much for Bella to bear, but she finds solace in her friend Jacob until he is drawn into a "cult" and changes in terrible ways. Sequel to Twilight.
Meyer, Stephenie. Eclipse; 2007. (Y-Meyer)

Bella must choose between her friendship with Jacob and her relationship with Edward, but when Seattle is ravaged by a mysterious string of killings, they may all have to work together.  Sequel to New Moon.

Martinez, A. Lee. Gil’s All Fright Diner; 2005. (Y-P-MAR)

Hired by a diner owner to eliminate the zombie problem costing her customers, werewolf Duke and vampire Earl tackle an stickier adversary who wants to take over the diner.

Napoli, Donna Jo. Sirena; 2000. (Y-Napoli Fantasy/Y-PRD-NAP)

The gods grant immortality to a mermaid when she rescues a human from the sea and they fall in love, but his mortality creates conflict between love and honor when he must join the Trojan War.
Nickerson, Sara.  How to Disappear Completely and Never Be Found; 2002.  (Y-Nickerson/Y-PRD-NIC)

With a swimming medal, the key to a mansion, anda comic book about a half-man/half-rat as her only clues, Margaret seeks the true story about her father’s mysterious death.
Patterson, James.  Maximum Ride: The Angel Experiment; 2005. (Y-Patterson SciFi/Y-LPed-Patterson SciFi)

After mutant Erasers abduct the youngest member of a group of “birdkids,” they take off in pursuit and find themselves struggling to understand their origins and purpose.
