Halam, Ann.  Siberia; 2005. (Y-P-HAL)

Mazer, Harry.  Snowbound; 1973. (Y-KIT-Mazer)

McAulay, Alex.  Oblivion Road; 2007. (Y-P-MCA)

A group of teens lost on a remote mountaintop after a horrific car accident during an unexpected blizzard find things getting worse when they run across a stumbling figure.

Naylor, Phyllis Reynolds.  Blizzard’s Wake; 2002. (Y-LPeD-Naylor)

O’Dell, Scott.  Black Star, Bright Dawn; 1988. (Y-P-ODE)

Pattou, Edith.  East; 2003. (Y-Pattou)

A young woman journeys to a distant castle on the back of a great white bear who is the victim of a cruel enchantment.
Paulsen, Gary. Brian’s Winter; 1996. (Y-P-PAU)

The story portrays what would have happened if Brian had been forced to survive a winter in the wilderness with only a survival pack and hatchet. Companion to Hatchet.

Paulsen, Gary. Dogsong; 1985. (Y-PRD-PAU/Y-LPeD-Paulsen)

A Eskimo boy who feels assailed by the modernity of his life takes a 1400-mile journey y dog sled across ice, tundra, and mountains seeking his own song of himself.

Paulsen, Gary. The Winter Room; 1989. (Y-P-PAU)

A young boy growing up on a northern Minnesota farm describes the scenes around him and recounts his old Norwegian uncle’s tales of an almost mythological logging past.

Pierce, Tamora. Cold Fire; 2002. (Y-Pierce Fantasy)

While studying with her teacher Frostpien in the northern land of Namorn, Daja helps the twin daughters of her host family discover their own magic and uses her powers to track a deadly arsonist. Sequel to Street Magic.
Plummer, Louise. The Unlikely romance of Kate Bjorkman; 1995. (Y-PRD-PLU)

Seventeen-year-old Kate hopes for romance when her older brother’s friend Richard comes to stay at their house during Christmas vacation.

Pratchett, Terry. Wintersmith; 2006. (Y-Pratchett Fantasy)

When Tiffany accidentally interrupts the Dance of the Seasons and awakens the interest of the elemental of Winter, she requires the help of the Wee Free Men to make amends. Sequel to A Hat Full of Sky.

Sher, Abby. Kissing Snowflakes; 2007. (Y-Sher)

With Eric interloping with all her encounters with ski instructor Drew, Samantha worries their budding romance may never bloom, but when Eric and Sam are snowbound, Sam finally gives him a chance.
Smith, Roland. Peak; 2007. (Y-Smith)

Spinelli, Jerry.  Love, Stargirl; 2007. (Y-Spinelli)
